FOREIGN

United States

The Trade Agreement with the United States

signed on November 17th, 1938, will run until Novem-

ber 25th, 1941, - three years from the date on which
the United States marking requirements were lifted
from imported lumber - and thereafter until six months
from the date of either Government giving notice of
termination. The Agreement requires Parliamentary
approval and Royal ratification and enters defini-
tively into force from the date of the exchange of

the ratification for a copy of the President's Pro-

clamation.

Responsible representations have been received
urging modification of the Agreement in two respects:
(a) the "unbinding" of the rate on automobiles, which
under the Agreement cannot be increased above 17%%
and, (b) the extension of the "broken period" formulea
under which fixed valuations may apply, from the
storage crops to which it is confined in Schedule I
