revenue to this Brench and to the Indien membership
of approximately $4,000,00 a year. If an arrangement
were made with the 6hinese tenants it would probably
have to be present rentals less the annual taxes
assessed against the tenamts. In either event this
Department end the Indians of the Musqueam Bend will
lose substantigl revenues,

It eppeers to this office that the matter
1s of sufficient importence to this sdministration to
warrant complete investigation intd the claims of the
City of Vencouvér by the law officers of the Crown. If
you agree we will with the essistence of the Surveyor
General's office furnish sll meterial that is available
from our records %o Justice on being advised as to what
they will requireq
