Feb, 21.—The citizens of
Alexandria received a terrible shock
Friday night on the receipt of a tele-
gram from Maxville that Alcide Laurin
had been struck with a hockey stick
and instantly killed.

At 6 o'clock on that evening 100 eiti-
gens accompanied the Crescent Hockey
Club of thin town to the neighboring
village of Mza:ville, to play a' return
match., Referee O’Connor, previous to
the starting of the game, warned the
players that roughness would not be
tolerated, and referred to three play‘ers
who had been almost killed while pldy-
nig hoekey recently.

Mr. O'Connor, during- the first six
minutes of the game ruled off five of
the Maxvilles and one of the Alexandria
team.

A. Loney and Alcide urin went for
urin a heavy
blow across the shins; then smashed
Laurin’s hockey stick. When his stick
was broken, Laurin went up to Loney
and ‘pushed him back. 'The referee at
once blew his whistle. Loney then
struck Laurin a blow on the head. Lau-
rin was instantly killed.

Alcide Laurin was one of Alexan-
dria’s brightest young men. He was an
operator * on the monoline machine in
The Glengarrian Printing Company’s
office, and left that effice at 5 o'clock
Friday night in the best of health and
"spirits. Mr. Laurin was the champion
all-round athlete  of Eastern .Ontario,
and was the most popular young man
in the town. His death has cast a gloom
over the whole neighborhood.
