Inspired with a sincere love for St, Francis
and his Order. he sttached himself to our Mis
sion at Gorton with singular steadfastness—
preferring to live in the immediate neighbor-
hood of the church. which he so dearly loved
to resiaing in any of the more suitable residen-
tial suburbs of Manchester. This wasindica-
tive of the profourndly religious spirit which
always actuated him and lod him to subordin
ate all merely temporal considerations to the
interests of his holy Faith.
