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ried otherwise than by a Protestant 
minister in a I'rotestant church, 
each deprived of all interest in the lands 
or property of the other. A fine of til 00 
was the penalty for omitting to have 
each of their children baptized by the 
Protestant minister within a month of 
birth. Catholics could not even leave 
the country without a special license 
from King or Privy Council. Their 
houses were liable to be searched at 
any time and their property seized, but 
they were debarred from maintaining or 
defending any personal action or suit iu 
the civil courts.

In 1099 au “ Act for further prevent­
ing the growth of Popery offered til00 
for the apprehension <>f any priest or 
the conviction of a™ Catholic rending 
children to be educated abroad. The 
penal statutes enacted by the Scottish 
Parliament in 1500 made it an offence 
punishable by death for Catholics to 
say or hear Mass after the second warn­
ing. A commission issued in July, 10-9 
ordered that, should persecuted Catho­
lics take refuge in fortified places, the 
commissioners should " follow, hunt and 
pursue them with fire and sword."

In 170J an Act of the Scottish Parlia­
ment disabled Catholics from inheriting 
property or educating their children. 
Furthermore, a flue of five hundred 
merks was put upon Catholics convicted 
of Leaching “ any art, science or exer­
cise of any sort.”

Dr. Burton's treatise on the penal 
laws ends with a review of the condi­
tions iu Scotland prior to 1829. A con­
tinuation of the general theme is next 
taken up by E. A. D’Alton, who con­
fines his attention to the history and 
status of the penal code in Ireland. 
This system of apportioning separate 
contributors to handle the various na­
tional phases of the subject interferes 
in no way with the coherence of the 
article, but serves rather to emphasize 
the care and exactness with which the 
material is prepared. At the very out­
set we are advised that the penal laws 
of Ireland “ were not the outcome of 
religious motives only. They often came 
from a desire to possess the lauds of the 
Irish, from impatience at their long resist­
ance, from the contempt of a ruling for 
a subject race." It is not strange 
therefore to find such galling fetters 
forged as evoked from Burke the follow­
ing outburst : “ as well fitted for the 
oppression, impoverishment and de­
gradation of a feeble people and the de­
basement iu them of human nature it­
self as ever proceeded from the per­
verted ingenuity of man." The whole 
ht., x i.t Irish Catholic thraldom is set 
forth by the author in a tally authenti­
cated series of the diabolical laws en- 
nc'.d during a 
hundr* d years, 
about them the better—at any rate, 
time and space oblige us to throw a pall 
over the hideousnt ss of their effects 
and pass on to a consideration of the 
‘ Penal Laws in the Euglish Colonies in 
America." This department i < admir­
ably written up by Jarvis Keiley, who 
divides his subject into four parts based 
upon provincial religious establish­
ments, viz. : Anglican Establishments, 
Puritan Establishments.

AWAKENING PREJUDIOE
At times these ministers give a sem­

blance of vitality to the phantoms of the 
past. Under their touch the influences 
of environment, of education, of preju­
dice, sweep many of our citizens out 
into a desert of hysteria where naught is 
beard but futile declamation and pro­
test.

A priest of the Roman Catholic 
Church interceded between striker and 
strike breaker lighting on the driver's 
seat of a rapidly moving truck on Madi­
son Avenue yesterday afternoon, aud by 
word of command stayed the strike 
breaker from killing his assailant with 
a bullet from a revolver already pushed 
against the other man's stomach. The 
priest was said to be Rev. Father 
Joseph Splain.

When policemen arrived the priest, 
had disarmed the strike breaker and 
was standing over him, while the man 
kneeling on the pavement prayed in 
Italian and gave thanks that he had been 
prevented from being a murderer.

The two hundred employees of the 
Bell Manufacturing Company, at Forty- 
eighth street and the East, River, 
makers of plaster board, are on strike, 
and their places have beeu filled. On 
Madison A venue, between Eighty-sec­
ond and Eighty-third Streets, an apart­
ment house is in coarse of construction, 
and the contractor is using the Bell 
Company’s product.

At 5 o'clock yesterday afternoon, as 
five empty trucks manned by Bell Com­
pany «strike breakers were leaving the 
Madison Avenue building a group of 
strikers attacked them. The attacking 
party spread over the street, throwing 
bricks and other missiles, and some of 
them clambered on the temporary bridge 
over the sidewalk, and from that van­
tage point threw down blocks of terra 
cotta tile on the beads of the drivers. 
The latter whipped up their horses 
and tried to escape up the avenue, but, 
were followed by the strikers.

One of the latter, who had acted a* 
the leader of the attack, grabbed at the 
horses of the first truck, and then as 
they slowed down swung himself up on 
the seat. He had in his hand what

.ANDY Hitherto the average scholar has been 
obliged to consult miscellaneous and 
oftentimes irrelevant sources of infor­
mation to ascertain, even in a general 
way, the nature of the anti-Catholio 
legislation during the past four centur­
ies in England and Scotland. Despite 
the fact that a codification of these 
laws has neve? before been attempted 
and that the task of summing up this 
long and complicated course of legisla­
tion is an extremely difficult one. Doc­
tor Edwin Burton has succeeded in es­
tablishing a chronological arrangement 
for the eleventh volume of “The Catho­
lic Encyclopedia" that exhibit» clearly 
t he state and development of the entire 
Renal Code. From the sanguinary 
laws of Elizabeth down to the Catholic 
Emancipation Act of 1829 Catholics 

deprived not only of freedom of 
worship, but their civil rights as well ; 
their estates, property and sometimes 
even lives were at the mercy of any in­
former.

The climsx of Elizabeth’s persecution 
was reached In 1585 by the “Act against 
Jesuits, Seminary priests and 
such like disobedient persons.” 
this statute over one hundred and fifty

After the accession of James 1, five 
very oppressive measures were added to 
the statute book.

“An Act to prevent and avoid dangers 
which may grow by Popish Recusants" 
whs passed shortly after the carefully 
arranged '‘discovery’’ of the Gunpowder 
Blot in 1605, which Tierney, the histor- 
ian, says “exceeded in cruelty all that 
had hitherto been devised for the oppress­
ion of devoted Catholics.”

Among other heartless enactments it 
ordered that husbands aud wives, mar-
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From the recent press despatches we 
learn that the Revolutionists of Portu­
gal propose legalizing “trial marriage" 
and ‘ divorce by mutual consent." Here 
again the Protestant theory that the 
State must be supreme in these matters 
would compel them to accept without 
question tbe legality of these criminal 
arrangements among the Portuguese 
peogle.
