GOOD ADVICE ON PRAYER.

It 1s dated December 8, 1887 (feast of the
Immaculate Conception), less than two
months before his lamented death, This
letter may be regarded as a sort of spirit-

Our Divine Saviour does not
say, ‘Promise to give, and you shall re-
celve ;’ bnt ¢ Give first, and then you shall
recelve.’ ”

DUG HIS OWN GRAVE,

There was a strange funeral at the
Teapplat Abbey, Getheemani, near Now
Hope, Kv., the other day, says the Cin-
clnnatl Enquirers Father Benedict, the
abbot, and one of the foundere, was burled
in a grave dog by himeelf as his last rest-
ing place. He was burled without ceffin
or shroud, wrapped simply in hls monastic
robes, with the capote drawn over his face
to protect it from the clods. The ante-
interment ceremonies were unlque aund
solemn. Two brother Trapplsts, relleved
by two others at regular intervals, chanted
the Paims of David over his remains
continually from the moments of his
death until the interment twenty-four
hours later. Father Benedlct, with other
French pllgrims, founded Gethsemani in
1848, and was the second abbot. In the
world he was M. Berger, of a leading
French family, He will be succeeded by
Father Edward, or, more properly, Count
Edward de Bourbon, a French nobleman,
who left hla pative land for political
reasons in 1860,

We reproduce from the Rezpublic of
August 25.h, 1883, the followiug narra-
tive of the miraculous care of the good
slater alluded to alrexdy :

8he rat through the
morning Mais, and the officlating clergy-
man, as was the custom, carried and ad-
ministered to her there the Blecsed Sacra-
ment. While rept {n devout contempls-
tion of the blessing she had recelved, che
was suddenly selzed with a sense of feel
fog of dizziness, which led her to belleve
that she was about to falnt, She reached
her band omt to her aunt, who sst by
her In a nervous sort of way, but sud-
denly experienced 8 strange seneation.
She felt herseif grow strong and confident.
Something told her eho was cured, and
she immediately aroee, and with-
out any ald whatever walked
down to the altar dedicated to Oar
Lady of Perpetual Help, and, kneeling
down, offered up her thauks to the Virgia
Mother for the great hoon that had been
conferred on her. Then she arose and
walked eteadily out of the chuzch, leaving
her crutches in the pew.

DO NOTHING UNLESS THRY SET THEIR
BOYS AND GIRLS AN EXaMPLE.
His last words were to the little ones, and
be hoped that every one of them had the
permission of thelr fathers and mothers to
take the total abatinence pledge, for they
never gave the pledge to any child with
out the consent of its parents. He always
sald children kept the pledge better than
grown people. He kuew that frowm ex-
perience, Whata beautiful thing it was for
a chlld never to have been defiled by that
horrible and brutal sfn. What a beautiful
thing that its bright intelligence should
be kept bright and clear and full of
light, How beautiful to have young
souls like theirs grow up in perfect and
abgolutes sobriety, The Holy Ghost
dwelt in souls like that, Once more
appealing to all prezent to take the total
abstinence pledge, His Eminence re.
peated the worde, in which he was joined
by the whoie congregation. Benediction
of the Blessad Sacrament followed,
