Great Britain and the OContinent
of Europe.
NEWS BY THE EUROPA.

The Europa artived on Tuesday morning,
bringing advices to the 25th ult.

Her Majesty the Qneen was on Tnesday the
13th safely delivered of a Princess. The Royal
couple are now the parents of nine children,—a
bappy group. as yet unbroken by the shaft of
death.

Parliament is summoned to meet on Tuesday
the 7th of May. It is considered now a settled
point that Mr. J. E. Denison member for Not-
tinghamshire will be the new Speaker. Wil-
mer's European Times gives the following sta-
tistics of the new House:—Lord Palmerston,
it says, will have 265 adherents; the Derbyites
number 227; the Reformers 110 ; the Liberal
Conservatives 53.

The Miniserial Pictorial Exhibition, says the
European Times, will be thrown open to the
public on the 5th of May. Whatever the Man-
chester people undertake they do well and
splendidly, and this great exhibition will be
one of ‘he marvels of the age. Prince Albert
will be present at the opening, for 1o his patron-
age will be mainly attributed the success which
is certain to wait upon the enterprise. It is a
pity that be cannot be accompanied by the
Queen ; but Her Majesty, who is now conval-
escent, will certainly visic the new undertaking
in the coufn of the summer,

The Earl of Elgin has left England on his
mission to China. On Tuesday he started for
Paris, where be will have an interview with the
Ewmperor of the French, and will then proceed,
Ly way of Marseilles, for Alexandria. Attached
to his mission are four gentlemen,—the Hon.
F. Bruce, Mr. Cameron, Mr. Olipbant, and Mr.
Fitzroy. Gen. Ashburnam, who is to have the
command of the land troops which will accom-
pany the exhibition, has taken precedence of his
diplomatic superior. He has arrived at Malta,
where he was seized with fever, and could not
attend the parade in his honor.

An evening ministerial print supplies some
interesting information about the convention be-
tween this country and France relative to the
Newfoundland fisheries. According to this au-
thority, the treaty was framed by the agent of
the French government and our Colonial Office,
and was concluded, subject to the approval of
the Colonial Legislature. But as the Colonists
bave withbeld their approval, the treaty is now
at an end, and any injury which the Colonists
feared from its operation must necessarily dis-
appear.

There have been rumours of a fresh attempt
upon the life of the Emperor of the French.

The Grand Duke Constantine bas at length
reached France. He arrived at Toulon in the
early part of the week, and bad a great recep-
tion; after which be visited the arsenal and
other places. We are glad to perceive that an
equally gratifying reception was given to Gene-
ral Todtleben, the celebrated engineer, whose
professional skill in connection with the defence
of Sebastopol has made his name immortal.—
To the talent of this ingenious man may be
mainly traced the extraordinary defence which
tbe place offered. We can afford to admire
genius in friend or foe, and the French populace
evidently entertain the same feeling, if we may
judge by the warmth of their reception to the
Russian engineers.

The most heartrending accounts have been
published respecting the famine which prevails
in Russian Finland. In the districts of Ulea-
borg, Wasa, and Kurpio, the distress ;is appal-
ling, and, as in all such cases, typhus bas set in,
and the mortality is carrying off' the population
in enormous. numbers. It the statements are
not exaggerated, the unfortunate people are
even worse off than they were in Ireland dar-
ing the famine ten years back.

The intelligence from Madrid states that a
large number of arrests had been made, in con-
sequence of the discovery of a Carlist conspira.
cy, which was to Lave assumed a practical form
on Easter Sunday. The arrests in the capital
and in several of the large towns have been
timultaneous, and they include priests and Car-
list officers to the number, it is said, of 430.

SarDINIA AND RoME.—The Independance
states that steps have been taken at Rome by
the Sardinian Government to prepare the way
for conferences with the Holy See, with a view
of terminating the differences which have sub-
sisted since 1850. These overtures have been
well received,

Circassia.

The following letter, dated Tuabs, Feb. 26,
from an Hungarian officer, who acgompanied
Mebemed Bey (Colonel Bangya) with the
Polish toldiers from Constantinople, in the Kan-
garoo, has been published in the Lioyd’s Ga-
zelle : —

This letter will, perhaps, convey to Europe
the first information of an event that may bave
very great influence on the future fate of the
Circassian nations. It is known to you that
Mehemed Bey (Bangya,) to whose person 1 am
attached, bas acceded to the wishes of the chiels
and deputies of the Circassian tribes, and has
accepted the post of Commander-in-Chief. Oo
Monday, the 23rd of February, we landed at
Tuabs, where we have our headquarters. Before
our departure, Mehemed Bey engaged a couple
of hundred excellent military instructors for
the different arms, and tbey accompanied us
hither. Mehemed Bey bas already been solemn-
ly proclaimed General-in-Chief of all the Cir-
cassian forces. The princes, nobles, and depu-
ties of (he people have sworn on the Koran to
obey him, and a ‘deputation of the Circassian
Diet has to-day sent in the flag of the prophet,
which is the symbol of the bighest power. The
enthusiasm was very great when the new com-
mander swore fidelity to the sacred standard
(The flag itself is green, and om-it is a white
sword with the crescent and the star) The
excitement is great, and the Circassians are re-
solved to obtain their complete independence or
to perish in the struggle for it. It is expected
that oné hundred and fifty thousand , men will
be in the field by the month of May. “ Rus-
sia,” said Mehemed Bey to me just mow, “ will
soon have an opportunity of convincing herself
that a new spirit prevails. I know the materials
which are placed at my disposal, (Mebemed
Bey was with tke Circassians during the late
war,) and am of opinion that a nation which,
without a military grganization, could resist its
enemy during thirty yeais, will, when properly
organized, be able to achieve its complete inde-
pendence.” You mpay expgect to receive somwe
important news from these mountains in the

coming spring.

The East Pacified.

Itis the lot of our restless, adventurous, and
highly-spirited community that the Temple of
Janus should be seldom closed. The country
| has within the last few days ratified the policy of
the Minister, troops are ready for embarcation,
and gun-boats are being fitted out with all des-
patch. The war with China has begun, and in

default of submission from the Celestial authori-
ties, will be energetically prosecuted. Bat it is
satisfactory to learn that, coincident with these
proceediags, the curtain has fallen on the last
act of the Turkish war. The British flaet bas
just left the Bosphorus and Dardanelles, the
Austrians are out of the Principalities, the Rus-
sians have evacuated Ismail and abandomed the
mouths of the Danube. The last vestige of the
great contest has passed away. Lord Lyons in
bis flagship at Malta, the Rassian General’s on
their own side of the newiy-traced froatier, the
Austrians {rom their commanding position on
the north west, must now content themselves
with watching at a distance the aflairs of the
country with which they are forbidden to inter-
fere. Thus has been solved, as far as man can
solve it, the Eastern question. Oaly four years
ago the Secretary of the Embassy at Constanti-
uople sent to the Admiral commanding our Me-
diterranean fleet a request that be would make
his appearance in the Turkish waters. The au-
thority of the Saltan, the independence, the
very existence of his empire were threatened.
The long cherished schemes of the Rassian
Monarchs were, in tbe opinion of millions, about
to Le fulfilled. People told of ancient pro-
phecies concerning the conquest of Constantino
ple and the Mussulman Power. Not only Turk-
ish fatalism and Greek ambition listened to these
legends, Lut even the educated, enlightened po-
litical West practically acknowledged them.—
It was the manifest destiny of Russia to bave
Constantinople one day. They were a conquer-
ing people, the Turks were a decaying people ;
why should we fight against fate ? In short,
Europe through its length and breadih was under
the Russian spell. How deep was that influence,
Low rooted that conviction of Muscovite power,

eminence of the men of all nations who up to
the very close of the war doubted the ultimate
triumph of the Allies. Yes within four years
of the time when tbe first anchor was cast in
Besica Bay tbe last line-of-battle ship has steam-
ed down the Dardanelles, and the. last foreign
soldier has quitted Turkish soil. In that time
the destinies, the aime, and the political faith of
Europc have been changed. Seldom bas so
short a period witnessed so great a revolution.—
A gloomy phase in the world’s history has passed
away.— Times, April 8.
