the trip the party ‘was taken into a
vault were a small pile of silver is
piled in bars.. It didn’t look ' lfke-
much to the casual visitor but'the
pile was worth $52,000 and represent
ed just 54 bars of pure silver worth
$1,000 a bar. They were tempting
souvenirs but no on® offered to dis-
tribute them to the visitors so they
were left behind under the watehful
eye of a stalwart guard. -
