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liberal constituency, he had consulted them

The Agricultural and Manufacturing
Interest of Canada being given, W, H,
Boulton, Esq., M. P. P., for Tqronto, rose
and acknowledged the honor done him by
‘the invitation, expressing his satisfaction
that his conduct should have merited the
approbation of sueh & number of the Far-
‘mers of Pickering. In adverting to the
description of the Members of the House
—alluding to the number of Lawvers, he
said they, the Farmers, had no right to
complain, for they were the persons who
veturned them, and eulogised the Third
Riding for having selected one of them
selves. In more particularly speaking to
the toast, he alluded to the advantages
possessed by Canada for Agricultural
purposes, end said the prosperity usually
attributed to the Farmers in the States,
was not from any difference in the energy
or ohility of the inhabitants .of the two
countries, but that the Americans had a
market at all seasons of the year, which
we had not, and observed that that market
was chiefly found in the Lower Provinces
and the West Indies, that it only wanted
the right. direction of the energy of the
Agriculturists of Canada in making a Rail-
road to the sea board to make these mar-
kets our own, and repudiated the idea of
dependence on a foreign market when we
had a much more valuable one at home,
lost to us only from apathy and misappro-
priated resources, and contended that if
the retrenchment system he supported,
was adopted, the result would supply’ a
sufficient amount of money to pay the in-
terest on a sum equal to build a Railway,
ensuring to us. the great advantage of
trade with the eastern provinces and the
West Indies. ‘Fhis part of the gentle-
man’s observations was well received.

Then followed the tlealth of the Chair-
man and thanks to-him ; the [{ealth of the
Committee ; also Mr. Ure, the victim of
the majority. The meeting closed at 9
o’clock, very orderly, having had the Ban-
ner of the Pickering Division of the Sons
of Temperance floating over them during
the day, being the only one hoisted on the
occasion.

ENGLAND.

Upon exami-
nation it was found that the Indian and
Chinese mail did not present altogether so
fair an aspect as the accounts published
in the newspapers indicated, but at the
close of the week matters had resumed
their wonted firm aspect, and everything
was as brisk as before. The spinners,
weavers, dyers and manufacturers of cot-
ton, in all its branches, were all employed.
Wages were remunerating.

The Daily papers highly recommend
the successful eflorts of America in pro-
moting the building of safe and rapid steam-
ships. .

‘T'he Africa, of the Cunard Line, was
expected to arrive at Liverpool, on the 8th
inst., preparatory to her depurture for New
York on the 26th of October.

FRANCE.

Paris, Aug. 20.—The National Guard |
of Vollone had been disarmed, in conse- !

Meanwhile, the General Castil-
lane, who had already drawn his sward
for the protection of the President in the
ball room, rallied the troops an | returning
at the head of a strong detachment of ca-
valry, charged, sword in hand. Presently
the ball room was cleared by the infantry,
at the point of the bayonet. ‘lI'hese mea-
sures sufficed to quell the riot and restore
order.

Aug. 22.—Anot§er and later account
states thal the Swiss' #nd French Socialists
were the leading parties in the affuir of
Beasancon, and also that considering the
character of the places he has lately pas-
sed through, he has been more favorably
received than might have been expected.

DENMARK AND THE DUCHIES.

The latest accounts from the seat of
war, extending to the 29th ult., say that a
skirmish took place midway betweeen
Schleswig and Rendeburg. The Holstein
Lattalion, having its position on the out-
posts of the Holstein army, advanced
northwards against the Danish outposts,
which were eventually dislodged from
their position at Kropp. This done, the
Holsteins fell back into their former posi-
tion. Frederickstadt is still held by the
Danes. Eyrestadt advices report that the
district was occupied by the Danes, on the
17th inst., and that enormous contributions
were levied upon the inhabitants.

AUSTRIA AND HUNGARY.
" It is said that ihe people of Hungary
are becoming more reconciled to the new
Government, but the nobles of both Hun-
gary and Austria were very much discon-
tented. :

The coronation of the Emperor pre-
sents great difficulties. The question to
be decided upon is whether, as was for.
merly the custom, he shall be crowned in
each separate Province,. or-whether he
shall be crowned at Vienna alone as Em-
peror of Austria.

Mr. Fencusson said, he scarce knew which
most to apprecinte, the very cumplhneulury terns
m which the toast had been proposed by their wor-
thy chairman—whose friendship he had long en-
Jjoyed,und whose friendly encomiums ho could fully
reciprocrute—or the flattering manner in which it
had been responded to by an asspmbly composod
of gentlemen of different political parties. For
his own part, he had laid down a rule to which he
had strictly adhered through life, never to'p rmit

private friendships, Had he deemed the exercise
of the one incompatible with the enjoyment of the
other, he had certainly never cons-uted to become
n public man ; »nd he was grutfied to find that,
however the gentlemen present might ditfer on
some points, there were others on which they
were fully agreed, and especially thut they could
us now, all hurmoniously unite around the social
board.

When
the Parhament sat i Mountreal, the Reporters
were accotnmodated in-the vicimty of the Chair,
whnere there was every couveulsuce for heunug
the speakers, and amall nhability to iuterrupuon.
He had loug known and estesmned Mr. Christie ;
aud from ‘inany years' personal kuowledge of that
genteman’s character, he lelt s rongly that there
wust have been some misconception in the mat-
ter, for Mr. Chnisti would not, in his apprehen-
sion, ave unneczessarilyewgitnded the feolings of
any one ; but be that as it may, the people would
not submit to the exciusion of the Reporters for
the Press—but were, on the coutrary, resolved
th&t they shiould have such accomumodation as
would enable them fully to detail the proceedings
of the ssewmbly ; butthat such coucession of the
right of free reporting should in any way obstruct
the business of the House, or interfere with the
duties of the Members, s what neither the People

and had a right to mawtain her privileges, as had
other public institutions. 'I'he House might debate
a subject with closed doors, when its publicity
would be contrary to the public interest; and
wilile such a circumstance did not tuke place per-
liaps once in filty vears; but-fer a member to
have authority to say at will *‘turn the people out,””
was, a privileges the House ought neither to claim
nor the Country te allow. I publicity were not
given to the debates in the Assembly, the [ouse
would soon lose its weight with the country;
nor could he sce why, if members were pot
ashamed of their proceedings, the duties of the
Reporter should be forbidden. However it might
be in a legal, undoubtedly in a moral point of view
the public had a right to be present during  the
debates in Parhament; and as all could not be
present, it was necessary that the Press should
report, that so every man might know, by takmg
up a newspaper, what had been doing withia the
walls of Parliament. Let, then, the public nsist
ou the concession of this right, and the House
could not refuse it. He did not agree with Mr.
Webster, that the cause of interruption to the
Reporters was attributable solely to the situation
of the-seats assigned them in the House ; hut he
might not be aware of the r ultimate position in the
old House, as he removed before the {lous~ was
removed from Montreal—( Laughter. ) Well,
they might laugh; but he was quite sure his
friend folt much more comfortable here, over his
glass of toddy, than he would have done in the
Parliament House on the occasion alluded to. It
could not, however, be denied that the place oc-
cupied by the Reporters in Toronto was singularly
lconven ent, being immediately above that part
of the llouse assigned to the ladies and the mem-
bers of the Legislative Council. \ He hoped, at
heir next meeting, the Press would have better
accommodation, entirely remnoved fram the inter-
ruption of strangers. He reiterated that the pub-
lic possessed a moral right to be present during
the debates in the House of Assembly, except,
indeed, on the occurrence of any imminent crisis

but on his arrival, he had been less gratified on
having a second note put into His hand, slating
that he was expected to respoud for the Press—
an honor he had not anticipated, as he was but a
junior member of the body, and there were of his |
seniors present: It was, however, even under
such circumstances, not difficult'to give expres-
sion to the delight he experienced in behalding so
many of the stalwart yeomanry of the county
pressing forward in support of tho liberty of the
Press, in which the liberty of the People was os-
sontially involved. In all pepular struggles, the
liberty of the Press had been the dawu of Civil
Liberty’; and they who had batiled for the sup-

** With hearts resolved, and hands prepared,
The blossings they eujoy to guard ;

Who might gaidsay them ? or who, when so
many were prossing ouward to assert their rights,
foel dubious of the result 7 e lield that ultnough
perhups subordinate 1 c-rtain respects, the Pio-

vincial was not, as the expvuent of the wishes of
the people, inferior to the Linperial Parliament ;
but wiile he would aid in the maintenance of
every coustitutional privilege of the House of
Assembly, he would not uphold sueh as went to
subvert those of others  I'hey night indeed go
buck to the dark uges, und from thence exhume
musty precedems to fuvor the lute arbitrary pro-
ceedings of the Assembly ; but such belonged to
an era when men eunjoyed not the liberty they
possess in 185U—whnen privileges had beei be-
stowed on tho popular brauch of the Legslature
to enuble it to guard uguinst or witstand the
encr achmeuts of the Monarch. But tihere wus
now no fear of suth, and consequently these pri-
vileges had become ovsolete. ke regrettted that
wheu Mr. Ure wus dragged to the bar of the
House, he had not-stood on his right. submitted
to all the Assembly could iuflict, and left it to tiie
people to vindicate hin. “The Press desired no
pecuhiar privileges ; but they stuod on their nght,

as meurbers ol the comumumty, to fathiuily report
the procoedings of the Assonibly ; they craveu it
not es a privilege, they demunded 1t as a night ;

but then rig ht is vothing if we could mnot torce
1t; there must be the nrans of doing so. He
deuied not that the House had its rignis, as well

us the peu le; but wir. Ure wus interfered with

1 the prosecution of his duty by Mr. Christie~—

interfered with 10 a way in which no gentleman

would have acted—aud then, for simply asking

leave to hear the Spoeaker, drugged to the bar of
the House. Righss so unwarrantably exercised,

ceasod to be such, Ho wus glad to find so many,

here and elswhe e, prepared to claun for the Press

the right contended for; und he would again state

that, only as part of the commnunity, did the Press

claim to be. preseutin Parliament, and to report

their procecdings. ‘I'hey ideutified themselves

with the peoplo—they cluimed no peculisr privi-f
lege. He would be oue of the last to deny to the

House of Assembly those privileges which po-

tected it from popular interruption—the Press had

no such intennon. He wus glad the subject was

eoming to be understood, and he duubted . not

would soon be satisfacterily settled. He begged

to oftfer thanks for the honor done the Press.—

(Much applause.)

Geo. Davivson, Esq., with remarlis iNustrative
of the great blessings enjoyed in a Christian mi-
nialry-regrelting the moral depravnly which,
more especially in this country, lod men to value
the Ministers of the Gospel in respect of their
ability4o-pander to intellectual taste, rather than

Hs was not
himself a representative of the, people, but he bo-
lieved that tne great majority of the Lody with
which he was counected were the ardent friends
of Civil and Religious Liberty—at all events, he |
could answer for one. "It was pluin %o every man
that the House of Assembly clanned a privilege
inconsistent with the gpinions of the age, and
which would not be l(ﬁuraled. The dark days
Wwerg gone by when the House could say to the
people, ** Away !’ There were tunes, indaed,
when it would bo inconvonient to have tha Press
present ; and during the occasional uuseemly
quarrels of the members among themselves, he
would advise themn to turn the key. Inregard to
the. particular incident which™ had brought the
question of privilege before the public, he believed
it would be found that old mother Eve was at the
botiom of it. He was himself as gallant a man as
any in the Province ; but he could not approve of
Mr, Christie’s playing the gallant in such a
place, at such a time; nor of the tittle-tattle of
ladies where ladies ought not to be, who night
be much better and more usefully employed at
home. We had heard of the Seven Champions
of Christendom-—~now we had the Seven Gham-
pions of the Press; and if the doings of the latter
wero not as valorous, they were at least as useful
as those of thes former. It required, indeed,
no small dezree of courage to come boldly forth
in defence of principle, against a multitude of op-
ponents ; and he believed his son merited all the
praise awarded him for such conduct.
