Result of the Conserva-
tive Convention Last
Evening.

Speech of the Candidate
in Accepting the
Nomination.

The, Rossland Conservative associa-
tion met last night to nominate a can-
didate to represent the Conservative in-
terests in the Rossland riding, Nearly
200 people were present, and a certain
amount of enthusiasm was manifest:d
througnouv the proceedings.

President A. S.‘ Goodeve called the
meeting to order, and all those who

had assembled at Mifhers’ Union hall
listened with comparatively close at-
tenti~n to his remarks.

MIr. Goodeve explained the method of
procedure for voting upon ths eandida-
ture of anybody who might be desirous
of nomination for standard bearer of
the Conservative party. The plan was,
as cxplained in The Miner yesterday
arcerning, that all nominees should be
balloted for until & majority had been
chtained between the last two aspirants.

A committee of three was appointed as
scrutineers to take charge of the bal-
Tots
. Hon. C, H. Mackintosh then rose from
his seat in the front of the hall, nom-
inations being im order, and made a
brief speech which reviewed his attitude
and what he hoped might be the atti-
tude of the convention. He dwelt upon
the desirability of unity and the tradi-
tions of the Conservative party as he
understood them. He then placed the
name of A. 8. Goodeve before the,cone
vention as his choice for the nomination
of Rossland Conservatives in the forth-
coming elections. The nomination was
promptly seconded by «some half dozen
supporters of Mr. Goodeve.

The name of C. E. Race was than
mentioned as another possible nominee,
tut before it could be seconded Mr.
Rsace rose and explained that he had no
intention of accepting the nomination,
-and had submjitted a Jetter to the
secretary of the Rosslad Conservative
association which set forth the reasons
why he wsas not an aspirant to the
homor.

Dear Sir: It has come to my know-
ledge that my name will be presented
to the convention tomight as a candi-
date for nominatfon to represent the
Conservative interests of the Rossland
riding in the forthcoming provincial
elections,

I beg to state to the m that
my poime’l principles utely pre-
clude the possibility of my nomination
under the auspices of the Rossland
Conservative association unleas the as-
sociation is prepared to accept my
amendments to the Revelstoke pilat-
form. The present formal attitude of
the Rossland ComBervative association
does not, in my/opinion, go far emough
to meet either/ the opinions of myself
or the generfl sentiment of the elec-
tors of this district. Neither does the
method of nomination suit the exigen-
cies of the case.

It is my simple belfef that your rep-
resentative in the approaching contest
