Comptroller Lithgow and Assis-
tants Kept Busy Issuing Free
Export Certificates.

port of gold dust will be issued. On
Monday last there had been but one
such certificate issued, but today up
to 1 o'clock there were over 40, with
the heaviest shippers vel to appear.
The method of procedure j5 very
simple ‘he shipper brings his dust
to the office and with it a box of
suitable size according to the am-
ount he has. On both sides and o
each end of the box where the lid
fits, an inch hole is countersunk an
eighth of an inch in depth covering
both the lid and the box. ~After the
dust is weighed in the poke it is-
boxed ‘up. the lid is nailled down, the
small holes that have been bored are
run full of sealing wax upon which a
private seal of the comptroller is
impressed, and the exporler is given
a certificate showing the- nuimnber of
ounces his package coutains His
box is then iree 1o be done with as
he chooses, but care must be exers
cised thit the seals are not broken
before the shipment is made and the
boundary is crossed, vtherwise he
maygbe subject to the export tax.
