The Report for 1907 of Sask-
atchewan’s Grain Crop Shows
a Fair Average

The final report of the grain crops
i Saskatchewan for the past year
has just been iSsued by the depart
nent oi agriculture.

The weather of 1907 is treated in
the report at considerable lenzth ;
tables of temperature and precipita-
tion in the province for each ~month

the last ten years are given; each

nth of 1907 is also reviewed and
ymparisons of the year with prev-
us ones are freely made.

The weather, which to the western
jarmer is always an interesting sub-
iect. takes a seeondary position how-
ever, when figures of actual crop
yields are presented. The compila-
tion of thresher’s returns indicates
that the grain production of the pro-
vince last year was 53,767,251 bush-
els, which consisfs of wheat 27,691,-
601 bushels; oats, 23,324,903 bushels;
barley 1,350,265 bushels; flax, 1,364,
716 bushels; speltz 35,766. Compar-
ed with the production of 1906, the
crop of last season shows a net de-
crease of 9,284,959 bushels, the difi-
erence being almost entirely in the
case of wheat, although the quanti-
ty of oats threshed was not quite as
great as in the previous year; all the

grains show an ‘increase, which
in the case of flax is 654,027 bushels,
an increase over the figures of 1906-
almost 'equal to the whole flax crop
of that! year.

This does not take into consideration
the area of unthreshed grains, which
the department has been af, consider-
able pains to ascertain,. amounting
to an additional 139,966 acres; the
total crop area of last season, there-
fore was 3,058,917 acres. Each crop
shows an increase in acreage over
that of the previous year, the figures
being fas  follows : ‘wheat 1,971,099
acres; oats 744,187 acres; barley 77,-
120 acres; flax 125,029 acres; speltz
1,516 acres.

The average yields per acre, while
not as large as the luxuriant vege-
tation in many districts gave prom-
ise of, may nevertheless, he taken as
being fairly satisfactory, when all
the remarkable features of the sea-
son | are Considered.
yield per acre of wheat was 14.04
bushels, which, while less than in re-
cent years, is quite equal to the av-
erage of the United States in the
last six years, and much better than
Russia in the same period. The av-
erage yield of the other grains- is:
oats 31.34 bushels, barley 17.5 bush-
els;: flax 10.91 bushels; Speltz, 23.59
bushels. The records of crops for the
yeats 1905 and 1906 are tabulated, as
well as the totals for the province
since 1898 and afford a comparison of
the | production by districts as well
as for the province.

An interesting reference is made fo
the  quality of the wheat crop, and
the tabulated statement that accom-
panies shows that the crop of 27,-
691.601 bushels would probably grade
as follows: Numbers 1, 2, and 3 Nor-
thern, 9,206,332 bushels; numbers 4
and 5, 7,513,263 bushels; niunber 6
and feed 10,972,006 bushels.

In addition to a detailed descrip-
tion of the districts into which the
province has been divided for statis-
tical purposes, an index map is in-
cluded in the report; a statement al-
so shows, in tabulated form, -some
important facts regarding the area,
acreage under cultivation, area in
crop in 1907, number of farms- for
which reports of threshing have been
received, the average size of each
farm, the elevator capacity, and the
number of threshing ~machines in
each district.

The hulletin contains a reference to
the marketing and prices of grain,
and gives the daily Winnipeg cash
prices since September 1st for wheat
in store at Fort William and -Port
Arthur. Copies may be had upon ap-
plication to the department.
