THE STOCK FARM.

The Board of Agriculture wa© 
summoned by telegraph on Saturday 
to give instructions to the acting 
committee to remove the stock to 
the Murray Farm, Fredericton. The 
Government has secured a release 
of the ten years lease of the Otty 
farm by the payment of $2,000, and 
l^ay, &c., crop amounting to $600, 
total $2,600. This, with the large 
sums spent in improving the Otty 
farm, draining, fencing, manuring, 
erecting buildings, makes the Otty 
farm experiment rather a dear one 
for the Province.

The change from the Otty to the 
Murray farm only makes a bad mat­
ter worse. The conditions and cir­
cumstances that made the Otty farm 
lease a failure as a model stock 
farm or a paying stock farm are all 
liable to re-occur on the Murray 
farm. Wo cordially approve the 
mnnljT stand taken by the the Tele­
graph in the matter, as well as the 
Sun, which bas been a vigorous 
opponent of the change. We are 
surprised that the Globe, that self 
alleged upholder of the people’s 
rights, in its mush and water apol­
ogy for the Government, found it 
convenient to ignore the offers made 
first by Fawcett Bros., and after­
wards by Sfipo Bros, and W. F. 
George, to keep the stock under 
Government regulations, with public 
sales as at present, without one dol­
lars expense to the public tieasury. 
How can the Globe justify the squan­
dering of thousands of dollars annu­
ally on the Murray farm, when 
precisely the same results may be 
obtained by private enterprise ?

Wo have always championed Mr. 
Blair’s cause so far as to claim bis 
Government ought, irrespective of 
Dominion politics, be given an op­
portunity of developing the policy 
advocated by him when in opposi­
tion. Mr. Blair has had a fair 
chance and has he redeemed his 
pledges? No one was more vielent 
than he in his denunciations of the 
late Government for the stock farm 
business ; he denounced the policy 
of it £s bad and he denounced the 
administration of it as worse. Yet 
in spite of all this—and Mr. Blair’s 
record on this question is in black 
and white in public points—Mr. 
Blair makes the stock farm policy 
of the late Government his own and 
to-day fully justifies and endorses 
the course he then held up to public 
reprobation. All this—yet Mr. 
Blair had a chance to relieve 
the Province of the burden of car­
rying on the stock farm. We sin­
cerely regret all this, for we would 
have hailed a government that 
honestly carried out Mr. Blair’s op­
position platform as a rtal blessing 
to the Province.

The West 
India trade is an important element 
in the business of the Provinces by 
theses. We want their products ; 
they want ours. Their sugar and 
molasses find a market in Canada. 
Our lumber, fish, farmer# produce, 
clothing, furniture, cottons, &c., 
would, under a union, pAcîïcaTTy 
enjoy the exclusive control of their 
markets.

He shows that clothing con­
taining vegetable fibre, such as linen 
cotton, &c., absorbs and refains 
those noxious exhalations of the 
body which should be thrown off at 
once, while woollen garments not 
only do not do this, but assist the 
process of evaporation.

—Hon. J. Blanchet, one of Que 
bee’s most distinguished public men, 
bas inaugurated a movement that 
ought to be followed by the Govern­
ments of the various Provinces, viz : 
the publication of the ancient manu­
scripts, relating to those events and 
movements that form the early 
history of the country. Three vol­
umes have been printed covering 
the period from Llu3 close of 15th 
century to 1713. The last volume 
commencing at the latter date will 
complete a very valuable and inter­
esting series.

—Mr. George Stewart. Jr., has 
had a very flattering reception in 
Great Britain.

—In days gone by the wheat crop 
was the sheet-anchor of the British 
faimer. It was specially protected 
by the corn-laws up to 1846 and 
even long after that dale foreign 
competition did not become sufficient­
ly formidable to interfere to any 
alarming extent with the growing of 
wheat. But the singularly had 
harvests of the last ten or twelve 
years have changed all that by lead­
ing to a tremendous development of 
the foreign trade in wheat, in the 
year 1882, for instance, amounting 
to about $275,000,000. This im­
portation is made from such a wide 
range of countries that the possible 
poorness of the crop in one part of 
the world is sure to be made up for, 
by its superiority in another. It is 
thought, therefore, that no higher 
])rh$ for home-grown wheat can be 
hoped for in the future than 40 
shillingsaquarter, and, as this is not 
a remunerative price, wheat-growing 
in Great Britain may be virtually 
r egarded as at an end. But there 
does nut after all appear to bo any 
reason why the British farmer should 
yet despair of his future. Over and 
above grain, Great Britain imported 
in 1882 articles of food to the 
amount of $265,000,000, and these 
it is claimed can be raised in the 
country both profitably and of 
superior quality to the imported 
articles, which, for the most part, 
unlike wheat, suffer more or less in 
transport. For- such fruit for in­
stance as rnigljt as well as nut be 
grown in the country are paid $12,- 
500,000 ; butter is imported to the 
amount of $55,000,000 ; purk, in its 
various forms, to the amount of

Upper Sackville Station.

Sir : A large majority of the people of 
Upper Sackville, Beech Hill, &c., read 
with some surprise the paragraph in the 
Post announcing the location ot the sta­
tion near the store of Mr. J. L. Black in­
stead of in some ofthepther location,any one 
of which would give more accomodation 
to the traffic and travel in the upper end 
of tlie parish. Why it should be fixed so 
near the 1. C. 11. station at Sackville and 
at the extreme lower end of Upper Sack- 
ville, I cannot imagine, unless the inter­
ests of one of the directors outweighs the 
rest of the community. Why is this 
sanctioned by Mr. Wood, M. I'., and the 
other Directors ? Is not the railway part­
ly built with Government money and 
ought not therefore the interests of the 
people at large to be consulted? If so, 
why are they ignored ? Why should the 
people above the Four Corners, up the 
Aboushagan and Beech Hill roads he 
compelled to travel a mile and a half ad­
ditional to get to the station and truck and 
haul their produce that distance for all 
time? Are the rights of the few greater 
than those of the many ? If the Ope 
Bailway is being built in the interests of 
tiie country to facilitate its transportation, 
develop its resources, increase its busi­
ness and wealth, ought not the sites ot the 
stations be fixed with some regard to those 
objects ? In short, why was not the sta­
tion placed at the Four Corners, or on 
Ajhert Smith’s Lane, or at the Mill Bridge 
—any one of which locations would he 
preferable to the present site.

Yours, Tantramar.

Our correspondent, and those of 
the inhabitants of Upper Sackville, 
who sympathize with him, ought to 
take into consideration the impossi­
bility of loca'ing a Railway Station 
!o suit every one in a community. 
Probably no Railway Station was 
ever yet. fixed that did not create 
more or less trouble and discontent— 
as no one location can possibly har­
monize interests that are conflicting 
and often divergent. In the present 
instance, the interests of the Com­
pany and those of the people are 
identical—whatever location best 
facilitates business will best pro­
mote the Company’s prospects, and 
therefore the Company may at the 
outset be relieved from any sinister 
motive in fixing the site on Mr. 
Morice’s land, as our correspondent 
imagines. There are engineering 
and oilier reasons why no com­
promise site could be arranged be­
tween the two extremes—-the Four 
Corners and Morice’#. The insuf­
ficiency of land and the curve at the 
mill bridge precluded its location 
there. Thus, it became to tbo 
Directors a matter of calculating 
and balancing of contending in­
terests between Merico’s on one 
hand and tbo Four Corners on the 
oilier. The Directors, after months 
of deliberation and a complote sur­
vey of the situation in which the 
strong and in some respects out­
weighing claims of the Four Corners 
were duly considered, came to a de­
cision in favor of the former place, 
perhaps reluctantly, for they felt 
that the population and considerable 
interests above the Four Corners 
would he somewhat disadvantage­
ous^ placed bv their action. As 
far as the shipment of hay and pro­
duce and cattle are concerned, and 
the delivery of carloads of freight, 
it will really prove of very little 
consequoi.ee, for a siding will bo 
placed there to give the people every 
possible accommodation, and the re­
sults in the end will show that the 
Directors acted not only for the best, 
but what will prove satisfactory to 
the great majority.—Ed.
