SOVEREIGN LIQUIDATION.
Toronto Saturday Night: There were 

no sensational developments at the meet 
ing of the shareholders of the Sovereign 
Bank 9\\ Tuesday. A steady liquidation 
of the assets of that institution has been 
going on. and the easy financial situation 
in Canada has greatly aided the officers 
in their work. The‘ shareholders, like­
wise. have participated in the benefits 
resulting from the ease in monetary af- 

I fairs, and prospective good times. Debts 
due other banks have been liquidated to 
the exitent of more than a million dollars 
the past year, and liabilities have been 
reduced nearly four millions, leaving 
only $4,688,000 to liquidate. The bank 
has* a nominal surplus of $1,842,888, and 
a call on the sharenolders under the dou­
ble liability clause is thought not to be 
likely. The most uncertain assets, pre­
sumably those to which President Jarvis 
referral, are the Chicago and Milwaukee 
Electric Railway. In his report Mr. Jar­
vis says : “We explained last year that 
no reduction could possibly be placed 
upon certain large assets, and while some 
of those particular assets have since 
been liquidated without loss, the greater 
portion is still in an uncertain position, 
and for gome months to come it will not

be possible to place an intelligent valua­
tion on them. A large part are secured 
by collateral, the value of which depends 
on the results of the reorganization of 
railway enterprises now in the hands of 
receivers.

BRADSTREET’S TRADE REVIEW
Montreal: General trade holds a

steadyr tone, although there is a notice­
able tendency in some lines toward» the 
usual mid-summer lull. Prospects for 
the fall continue good. Rain during the 
week has much brightened the crop out­
look, although it was rather late for the 
hay. Produce is- coming forward well 
and prices hold steady to firm. General 
collections show some improvement.

Toronto : General business is moving 
satisfactorily. Holidays are responsible 
for some slackening, but there is still a 
good sorting trade in most seasonable 
lines. The outlook for fall business 
looks very cheerful. Good rains have 
considerably helped the grain crops and 
reports from Ontario and particularly 
the West are optimistic. In dry good* 
there are good orders coming for fall and 
winter lines. In many cases orders are 
fairly large, as retailers are anxious to 
forestall further prioe advances. In 
most other lines retailers seem inclined 
to lay in fairly good stocks in prepara­
tion for an active fall trade.

Winnipeg reports say a good volume 
of business is moving in all branches of 
trade. Crop reports continue to grow 
more cheerful, and the general tone re­
garding fall prospects is one of pro­
nounced optimism.

Vancouver and Victoria reports say 
there continues & good tone to general 
trade all along the coast.

Quebec: The trade situation remains 
unchanged. Orders to hand are more of 
a sorting up nature.

Hamilton: Business at retail in sum­
mer lines of dry goods, clothing, etc., 
continues good, and sorting orders are 
coming in notwithstanding the lateness 
of the season. In other lines of good* 
trade is fairly good and few complaints 
arc heard on the matter of collections. 
LocaJ factories are busily engaged. In 
one ortwo instances manufacturers have 
been unable to close down for a fort­
night as they usually do, owing to the 
rush of business. Crop reports from the 
surrounding country continue very cheer­
ful, and the outlook for fall trade is 
gtod.

London : The volume of trade moving 
is of exeeilent proportions.

Ottawa: Conditions have changed but 
little during the week.

CANADA’S VICTORY 
IN KOLAPORE CUP.

Second Notable Achievement of the Canadians 
at the National Rifle Matches at Bisley.

Bisley Camp, July 17.— Canada’s 
marksmen have won the much-desired 
“Rajah of Kolapore’s” Imperial Chal­
lenge Cup for the ninth time. Yester» 
day’s victory over teams from Britain, 
India and the other colonies was ade- 
cided triumph for the Canadian Rose 
rifle, no less than for the victorious 
C&iadi&ns themselves. The cup was pre­
sented in 1871. It is shot for by teams 
of eight men, who fire seven shots each 
at 300, 600 and 600 yards. In addition 
to the silver bowls for each memlier of 
the winning team, there is a colonial 
prize of $400, which was won last year 
by Canada.

PROTEST DISALLOWED.
1 he Transvaal team, which was among 

those defeated by the Canadians in tin- 
eon test fur the MacKinnon Cup on 
Thursday, entered a protest against the 
use of the hood over the foresight of the 
Ross rifle in the MacKinnon match. The 
Bisley Rifle Committee declined to en­
tertain the protest.

The coveted MacKinnon Cup was given 
in 1891 by the late Col. MacKinnon. It 
is competed for by teams of twelve men 
from the territorial troops of England. 
Scotland and Wales, or the Irish mem­
bers of the N. R. A., or the local forces 
of the various colonies of the empire. 
Each member of the winning team, with
