Dominion Farliament.

The Curran Bridge discussion was
continued on Joue 19th. Mr. Martin
spoke first, and was follow sd by Solicitor
General Carran. who resumed after re-
cesa. and was followed by Messrs Tarte,
Davin, Caséy and Maul-ck, who con-
tinued the dizousxion till midaight to a
very empty chambar. ~hortly before
12 o'clock the mambere flocked into the
chamber when it was knowe that the
minister of justice had taken the floor.
SirC. H. Tupper began by declaring
that in iwo days’ argument no opposi-
tion member had brought forward any
fact or argument whi-h was not before
the house when the suhject was investi-
gated and pronounged v pon lagt year.
A year ago the minister of railways
made & full and candid statement,
admitting that a fraud had been perpe-
trated, and explaining what steps he
propesed to take No one had suggested
that Hon. Mr. Haggart had failed in
any particular to carry out his pledges.
The proceeding proved, howaver, to
have made a bad blunder when he said
that tho prosecution of 8t. Louis had
been entrusted to only juni.r consul.
Dealing with the contention that the
mere fact of the admi t:d fraud baving
taken place was prool of ministerial
culpability, Sir C, H. Tupersaid that
he had himself stated again and again
that the fishery houaty frauds took
place when he administered the fishery
department. Was it, therefore, pro-
posed to incriminate him. If, said Sir
C. H. Tupper, the minister of railwavs
is'to be convicted becausa of the fraad
in his depar'ment, I ought to go into
the do-k with him, and as my case
precedes hig, I shou!d have long ago
been imprizoned. Ju & powerful speech
of an honr aud a hslf, Mr, Topper
regited the history of the case and cone
tended that Mr. Haggart had before aud
after the discovery of the frauds p-r-
formed all that could be requirad of any
minister in his position. Mr. McCarthy
followed. Mr. McCOarthy spoke for an
hour, gtrongly supporting the want of
confidense motien, and at ten minutes
after two was followed by Hon. Mr.
Foster. After a brief reply to Mr.
Foster by Sir Richard Cartwright the
members were called in at a quarter
past three and a vote taken, with the
following yesplt; Yor Davies amefid-
ment sixty-five, against it one hundred
and two, The house adjourned at thres
forty-five Thursdry morning.

In the house of Commons on Thurs-
day, Hon Mr, Foster in answer {q Ms.
Gillis explained that the joint convan-
tion of the governments of Canada and
the United Sta'es concevaing purse
seining and trawling outside the ihree-
wile limit, had not reported. When the
report is received it will be gonsidered
by the governents cf the two countries.
Hon. Mr. Haggart explained that J. D.
Windsor of New Milis, N B.. was the
lowest tende-er for the ~edar slespers
tor the P. E Island railway and had re-
ceived the contract at $2.15 per thous.
and. A large number of bills were
passed through the committee of the
whole including Mr. Costigsn’s lohster
bill, the principal clanse of which
changed the license fea' from $10 now
lavied on each packer to §3 on esech
hundred cases packed. This change is
made in the interest of the small
operators. The house went into com-
mittee of supply and made good pro-
gress until recess.

The house of commons on Friday
passed a number of bills and reselutions
through committee, and on motion for
supply Sir Richard Cartwright asked
tor details concerning the government
guaraiitee of the interest on the bonds
of the Atlantic and Lake Superior rail-
way. He pointed out that though the
dominion would lose nothing diregtly
by paying the inierest om the deposit
made by the company with the govern-
ment, still the transaction enabled the
company in England to claimsome sort
of partnership or connection with the
government. 'The inves‘ors might,
therefore, be led to assume thaf the
enterprise was reputable and sound ana
had obtained the favorable intervst of
the federal government. Hon Mr.
Foster explained that the government
had done no more than agree ta pay

thrgp per cent. interast on three hun-ired

thousand pounds deposited with the

P
{

dominion by. the company. The finance
minister bad taken carethat the naturs
of the government’s arrangement for
the payment of this interest was well
understood by financial eircles in Eong-
land. The investing public were thus
thoroughly informed that the dominion
government had neitler part nor lot in
the railway enterprise. In answer to
farther questions, Hon. Mr. Foster said
that this gnarantee was not to be re-
garded as a pracedent. So far as he
was concerned he did not propose - to
accapt money heveafter from railway
companies on these terms unless the
government had first satisfied itself that
the particular railway enterprise was on
a sound financial basis.
