‘Value received’ is usually written in a
note, and should be, but is not neces-
sary. If not written it is presumed by
the law, or may be supplied by proof.

The maker of an ‘accommodation’ bill
or note(one for which he has received no
consideration, having lent his name or
credit for the accommodation of, the
holder) is not bound to the person accom-

ies, precisely as if there was a good con-
ideration. :
No consideration is sufficient in law if
it be illegal in its nature.(

“Checks or drafts must be presented for
payment without unreasonable delay.§

Checks or drafts should be presented
during business hours, but in.this coun-
try, except in the case of banks, the
time extepds through theday and even-
ing.

If the drawer of a check or draft has
changed his residence, the holder must
use due or reasonable diligence to find
him.

If one who holde a check as payee or
otherwise transfers it to another, he has
a right to insist that the check be pre-
sented that day, or, at farthest, on the
day following, 3=

A note endorsed in blank (the name of
the ind reer only wrirten) is transferra-
ble by delivery, the same as ir made

If the time of payment of a note is
not ingerted, it is held payable on de-
mand

The time of payment of a ncte must
not devend upon a contingency. The
promise must he absolute.

A bill may be written upon any paper,
or substitute for it, either with ink or
pencil.

F%w pavee should be distinctly namned
in'the note, unless it is payable to bear-

er. 5

An indorser has a right of action
against all whose names were on the bill
when he received it. ’

If the letter containing a protest of
nonpayment be put into the postoffice,
any miscarriage does affect’{the party
gl.vhg notice.

Notice of protest may be sent either
to place of business or residence ,of the
perty notified.

The holder of a note may give notice
of protest either to all the previous in-
dorsers, or only to one of them ; in case
of the latter he must select the last indor-
sex, and the last must give mnotice to the
last before him, and so on. Each indor-
sér must send notice the same day or
the day following. Neither Sunday nor
legal holidays is to be counted in reckon-
ing the time in which notice is w0 be
given.

The loss of a bill or rote is not suf-
fieent ex~use for mnot giving notice (f
protest.

If two or more persons as partners are
jointly liable on a note or bill,due notice
to one of them is sufficient.

1f a note or bill is transferred as secu-
riety or even as payment of a pre-exist-
ing debt, the debt revives if the bill or
note be dishonored. 3

An indorsement may be written on the
face or back.

An indurser may prevent his own
liability to be sued by writing ‘without
recourse,” or similar words.

All claims which do not rest upon a
seal or judgment must be sued within
six years from the time when they arise.

Part payment of a debt which has
passed t£: time of statutory limitation,
revives the whole debt, and the claim
holds good for another period of six
years from the date of such partial pay-
ment.

A verbal promise to pay, made with-
out conditions, is generally held as sufii-
cient to revive a claim otherwise shut
out by the law of limitation.

An oral agreement must be proven by
evidence. A written agreement proves
itself. The law prefers written to oral

evidence hecause of its precision.

No evidence may be introduced to
contradict or vary a written contract ;
but it may be received in order to ex-
plain it, when such contract is in need of

explanation.

I have already talked about the eti-
quette of visiting. . An observance of the
rules is espucially necessary :when stay-
ing in & farmer's house ‘&ﬁnag the sum-
mer months. 1t is a busy time, and any-
thing which breaks in upen the ordinary
household arrangements is a grievous
burden. - Unlike city homes where the
income is_but moderate, these country
houses are rarely supplied with servants,
snd the added labor must fall upon the

morning weal, even if it is at what veem
an unconscionable early hour, means the
getting of aunother vne by your hostess.
To keep your room in disorder, to scat-
ter your belongings over the house where
they have no business to be,jto leave
doors and windows open Jwhich are de-
sired to be shut, to act asif the place
was merely a convenience and nothing
else, all these things are boorish in the
extreme and yet are not unfrequent.
Another way in which city visitors to
the country sometimes make themselves
offensive 1s in showing off their superior

fiuerv in order to arouse envy, and find-
ing fault in;manner;iffuot;in words with
the plain arrangement “of the ever-day
living. They do not stop to think that
if they do not like all these things they
are at liberty to leave and return to
their own homes at any moment. In
fact not a few seem to imagine that they
are doing their country cousins an honor
ky visiting them dnring these sweltring
days, when they are seeking relief from
the stifling airs ot their city homes.

Of oourse all who visit country farin
houses in the summer time are not so
thoughtless and selfish, but few realize
how easy it is to make their stay a pain
rather than a pleasure to their entertain-
ers. They forgot that one additional

care is sometimes an overwhelming bur-
den to a wearied body, and that it is
imposeible to order such hcmes during
the busy season just as thosein the city
are ordered. It is better to take the
summer rest and recreation elsewhere
and leave such visits to be made when
the harvesting is over and the labourers
have departed, when one more in the
family will not be a burden, but a wel-
come addition.

I am speaking of visitors, you under-
stand, and not of boarders who go into
the country for a change and intend to
pay for the keeping. Such have a right
to expect and to demand more considera-
tion. And yet they often make them-
selves urievously offentive in a way that
money can hardly renaer a compensation
for. There is never a necessity for hurt-
ing the feolings of others under any
circumstances, and the true lady and
gentleman will never do so. They will
not assume that the payment of a certain
number of dollars each week or month
gives them the right to any rude and
cutting things, or do needless grumbling.
Tle duties, however, are not all upon
one vide. Everybody bas certain rights
which are to be respected, and the sum-
mer visitors and bosrders in country
farm houvses have theirs, which are some-
times infrinzed upon. but truth cowpels
the admission that'the offence is oftener
upon the other side, —[Toledo Blade.
