It was
shown by Dairy Commissioner Marker |
that only about 65 per cent. of the but- |
ter delivered last vear elassed as fancy
butter and that the.remaining- 35 per
cent. was lower grade. Still the same
price. was paid to all the creameries. It
wva's also shown that 90 ver cent. of some
creameries graded fancy, while only ten
per cent. of other creameries’ output
was of that grade.

rectify this injustice, 1t
decided that all cream should be
graded and each patron paid according
to the grade supplied.

To Take More Responsibility.

The delegates were unanimous in the
request . that the Dairy Commission
should continue- the marketing of the
butter. .They were also .in sympathy
with a movement for each local cream-
ery to assume more respongibility in the
administration. With that end in view
each locality shall employ its own but-
ter maker and attend to all business >”
a local nature. But they appreciate the
fact that local creameies are at a dis-
advantage in marketing their own pro-
duct and expressed the hope that the
provisional government would not with-
draw its support in this respect.

ASKS $250,000 FOR PAINTING.

Supposed Leonradoe Di Vinci
Start Controversy.

London, Jan. G—Lyipg in the strong
room of the Carlton Hotel is a pic-
ture which may supply material for a
controversy similar to that aroused
over the wax bust bought by - Dr.
Bode for the Kaiser Friedrich Mus-
eum at eBrlin. The owner ‘of the
picture is a Mrs. Dooley, of Manches-
ter, living at the Carlton House, who
claims that it was painted by Leon-
ardo da Vinci. The subject is 'St
John in the Wilderness.” It is foriy
by twenty-nine inches in size, and
represents a nude man, sitting on a
rock and holding a staff.

Mrs. Dooley bought it for a few
shillings at a private auction forty
vears ago. An expert who saw it
while it was being restored declared
that it was the work of Leonardo -a
Vinei. Mrs. Dooley kept it till 1905,
when she sent it to the Christies, who
catalogued it as a genuine Leonardo.
They offered it at auction at a reserve
price of 10,000 guineas. This price
was not reached in the bidding, but
Mrs. Dooley refused to take less.

Montreal, Jan. 7.—The Montreal
newspapers contaimn an announceément
foreshadowing the imamediate retire--
ment of Dr. Jam?s W. Robertson from
the principalship of the new Macdon-
ald Colleg> at Ste. Anne de Bellavu
The announcement iz in these terms-

“When Principal Robertson, of Mac
donald college, requested leave of ab-
sence for the winter, it was remarked
that it might be a first step towards
a wider field of serviece for (Canadian
agriculture, and the betterment )f
conditions of rural life generally. BPr.
Robertson now confirms that expect -
tion by stating that he will leave
Jenuary for Switzerland, France anil
Denmark, to study at first hand the
rural economy of those older coun-
tries where notable progress has been
made through agricultural education
and co-operation.  Incidentally he Ile-
sires to acquire an easier comxmand’ ot
the French language, for use in- the
province of Quebec. It will be remem-
bered that he was one of those p-

. pointed by the commission for the con-
t servation of

natural resources, The
intends to devote a large
part of his time and energies to his
dutie- as a member of that commis-
After visiting Europe, he w
come¢ back to Canada for a few
months in. summer, and after a per-
iod in Newfoundland will go on t
Australia, South Africa and Imdia.

could do so without iniury .to the iu-
stitution which was founded wupon
lines laid down by him. The reasons
for his action can only be surmised as
yet but it is believed that there has
been almost from the beginning
strained relations between Prof. Rob-
ertson and the goverming powers of
McGill, the latter wiewing with :ll-
concealed jealousy the pouring of
millions by Sir William Macdonald,
who has long been MeGill’s chi
benefactor, inte - edueational enter-
prises which they rgarded as of less
importance than the classical, scien-
tifis and medical institutions main-
tained by the University. Dr. Rob-
ertson maintained his position until
Macdonald College was fully organ-
ized on the lines laid down by him
and until its character as an agricul-
tural and technical school was estab-
lished; and now retires tQ carry out
plans of travel and study outlined in
his announcement.
