space, it becomes evident that the 
period for building a U boat cannot be 
quite as short as we might wish. 
There is no more complicated instru­
ment of battle than the submarine, and 
that means also that its direction and 
manipulation cannot be quickly learn­
ed, and that before a commander and 
his crew are entrusted to their boat 
and before It can be reported ready 
for service, a considerable time must 
elapse.

Sink No Warships Now.
“ ‘At the beginning of the war our 

submarines laid low a series of war­
ships, and now we hardly ever hear 
of anything of that sort,' so say at 
times ‘naval heroes of the seashore.’ 
There is no better school than the 
war. Only It'is regrettable that It is 
not we alone who learn It. To re­
proach the Englishman with 'poor sea­
men' is worthy only of a child. They 
understand how to defend themselves, 
and now they have thought'up many 
a measure of defence and safety. It 
Is made even more .difficult for our 
submarines to get into the vicinity of 
the enemy ships and to launch a tor­
pedo. A large warship out of a safe 
harbor is nowadays a rarity. If, on 
the other hand, it is obliged to take 
to sea, hundreds of eyes, equipped 
with glasses, gaze out carefully from 
its railings for the danger-announcing 
periscopes, and an escort of torpedo 
boats madly criss-cro’SSTW "Thfffugli 
the water, surround it. England has 
more than 300 torpedo boat destroyers 
and torpedo boats, more than 100 sub­
marines and hundreds of armed fish­
ing vessels and other escorting ves­
sels that are all assigned for insur­
ance against the German submarine 
danger. Thus the submarine warfare 
is to-day verily not a simple matter. 
It requires fabulous good luck to avoid 
the many bad pits, the mines, the 
blockades, the spread nets, etc., to es­
cape the submarine boat hunters and 
still to carry out a successful attack.

Captain Persia», the Berlin Naval
Writer Admits That Enemy’s Under­
sea Campaign is Disappointing.

New York, Aug. 30.—In line with 
English intimations of a growing dis­
satisfaction in Germany over the dim­
inishing results achieved by the Vôn 
Tirpltz submarine campaign Is an ar­
ticle by Capt. L. Persius, the naval 
expert of the Berliner Tageblaat pub­
lished in its Issue of August 10, just 
received here. The article Is the more 
notable since Capt. Persius has In the 
past been one of the most ardent 
champions and pralsers of the U boat' 
warfare.

"It Is to be recalled," ho says, "that 
at the beginning of February hopes 
In the submarine warfare rose high, 
and It was widely believed that just 
as the British fleet had cut off our 
Imports from overseas, so our sub­
marines would have little dflllculty In 
doing the same to England. A part 
of our press, unfortunately, Is respon­
sible for the exaggerated expectations 
which the public frequently hitched 
to the submarine warfare on mer­
chant shipping. It was often empha­
sized here that with an expert esti­
mate of the submarine . weapon and 
particularly with consideration of the 
quantity, etc., of our submarine fight­
ing forces, the results and effects of 
the new method of warfare could be 
gathered only after a considerable 
time. Ever and again we counselled 
patience.

• “How necessary this was is shown 
by the simple fact, which it is to-day 
considered unwise to conceal, that the 
result of the activities of our submar­
ine warfafe on commerce is regarded 
in wide circles—let us say—as ‘very 
modest.’

Toll of Submarines.
“According to announcement by 

competent authority, there were sunk 
up to July 26 by our submarines 229 
English and 30 other hostile ships: 
that is to say, about 1.5 ships a day 
since February 18. The line of the 
submarine warfare results ran in 
strong curves.

I wish to emphasize in regard to 

this statement, that in all cases in 
which branches sent applications for 
material, a separate account was kept 
by the Honorary Secretary, whose re­
port will show how splendid they 
have responded. She informs me that 
cotton and flannel were supplied them 
to the value of $1.926.00, qnd wool 
to the value of $2,871.00. A surplus 
remained after supplying these ma­
terials, of $1,584.44, which has been 
taken by me and placed into this ac­
count. The individual subscriptions 
outside of St. John’s of $3,126.12, and 
the proceeds of their entertainments, 
$402.52, brings the total for places 
outside St. John’s up to the amount 
of $9,910.08.

On the side of expenditure the 
items speak for themselves. Practi­
cally all disbursements were made for 
material to be used in the making of 
the various comforts for the sailors 
and soldiers at the front, the fullest 
appreciation of which has been testi­
fied by the numerous letters received 
from those who have used them.

The balance on hand now, at the 
end of our first year, is $2,741.78.

When the Association was formed 
we little thought that, this terrible 
conflict would have continued to this 
date, and because of this, perhaps, 
individual subscriptions were not so 
large or so numerous as they might 
have been htul we known then what 
we do now. It is a fact that should 
be known to those who have subscrib­

destroyed. Thus the Reuter Bureau 
reported that in the week ending Au­
gust 4 six English merchant and nine 
fishing vessels were sunk by German 
submarines. It was added that 1436 
ships had arrived at the ports of the 
United Kingdom and departed from 
there. One may regard this number 
as possibly too high, and may think 
that probably they were in many cases 
the same ships. But it is probably 
not to be doubted that at all events at 
least 1000 ships traffic with British 
ports in a week. If we consider the 
results of our submarine activities up 
till now—that is to say, of these 1000 
ships 10 were destroyed, it is under­
standable that many a one will not de­
clare himself satisfied.

“To attack about 1600 vessels which 
visit English ports in a week requires 
not a small number of submarines. Ac­
cording to the Nautlcus of 1914 we had 
In May, 1914, 28 finished submarines. 
The statements of the book are also 
based upon official sources. There Is 
no reason why they should not have 
unqualified belief. Now, it is often 
assumed that ‘such a little submarine’ 
can be completed In he briefest time. 
But a modern high seas submarine Is 
by no means ’small.* It displaces 
1000 tons or more, and Is thus con­
siderably larger than a torpedo boat. 
Inasmuch as it represents a collection 
of the most subtle miniature mechan­
isms, and In view of the fact that ev­
erything aboard a submarine must be 
fashioned for the smallest possible
