Hun Fiends and 
Our Prisoners.

V SAVE OUR MEN.

The Government to-day (Oct. 15> 
publishes a report by Mr. Justice 
Younger upon the treatment by the 
Germans of the British prisoners tak­
en during the enemy’s offensives this 
year. It is a terrible document and 
It contains evidence of bestial cruelty.
: .Whkt It shows is that the Germans 
when they thought they were win­
ning deliberately and systematically 
set to work, as one of them said to a 
BHOsM (prisoner, “to break your brave 
English hearts.” Our men were de­
prived of medical treatment, savagely 
assaulted by German doctors, starved, 
placed close to the firing line, stab­
bed, beaten, and tortured till many 
of them died. Two of them came to 
men to who meant to escape with the 
piteous cry to them, “For God’s sake 
try >nd get England ,tp do something 
to help us to get out of this hell.”

What has Great Britain and her 
Government done? This report was 
drawn upon August 29. ‘It is now 
October 15, so flat six weeks or more 
have passed. All that has been done 
so far has been the publication on 
Saturday of an ultimatum to Germany 
threatening that within four weeks 
we shall take reprisals if the treat­
ment of our men Is not improved. 
That is something. But is it 
enough ? Can any person feel that it 
is an adequate response to the cry of 
agony contained in the report?

The Allies are dealing with mon­
sters, not with men, and that fact 
should always be borne in mind. But 
even monsters fear for their own 
skins. The British Government ought 
to announce that it will conclude no 
peace until the German officers and 
officiais guilty of offences against the 
laws of war and humanity have been 
surrendered into its hands. It should 
state that such persons will be pun­
ished with the utmost severity (as 
was Wirz, the inhuman Confederate 
officer in the American Civil War) af­
ter they have been convicted by a 
British military court.

It should further publish the 
names of the notorious offenders 
month after month, with a record of 
their crimes. There can be no diffi­
culty in this. Four such names ap* 
peered in our issue yesterday— 
namely. General von Hanisch, of the 
10th German Army Corps district. 
General Pavlovsky, and the two Nie- 
meyers. The Admiralty has shown 
the way with its list of 150 Hun pi­
rates, for most of whom our Navy has 
already accounted, though some half- 
dozen remain to be hanged when 
peace is made. Our prisoners from 
the first moment of their capture to 
the last hour of their death should 
know that the whole force of the na­
tion which they have served and tried 
to save is behind them, determined to 
protect them in life or avenge them 
in death.—Daily Mail.

A Damning
Document.

Dr. Self, the German "Colonial" 
Secretary, recently cited as one of the 
reasons why the Germans must re­
cover their colonies at the end of the 
War “the merits which they have 
shown In history in the protection of 
the coloured races entrusted to their 
care,” and also spoke of Germans 
"respecting humanity in the coloured 
races." Some insight into the man­
ner of Germany’s “protection" can 
noV be obtained from a Report on 
the Natives of South-West Africa and 
their treatment by Germany, issued 
as a Blue Book. The German admin­
istration and German practices stand 
convicted by the statements of Ger­
mans themselves ; and the details 
brought out, by the evidence of some 
of those who survived their regime 
of organised barbarism, complete the 
picture. To those who know neither 
Germany nor the Germans, but are 
inclined to imagine that colonies are 
indispensable to Germany and that 
she must, therefore, be allowed to re­
tain some of her former overseas 
possessions, we would commend this 
trenchant narrative. Germany’s sur­
plus population has of late been ab­
sorbed in her home Industries, and 
the volume of‘voluntary emigration 
to her colonies'has always been neg­
ligible. Her African empire was as 
artificial in Its,, .growth as her at­
tempted colonisation of Pacific is­
lands. Europe may have been ignor­
ant, at that time, of what was taking 
place in German South-West Africa, 
but it can plead this excuse no long­
er. To hand back to Germany a 
square mile of territory, which would 
entail the return of a single native 
to German jurisdiction, would make 
the Allied Powers partners in Ger­
man guilt, and would be tantamount 
to condoning, let us say, the massacre 
of 60,000 Hereros.—United Empire.
