We have gone back to
the beginning, (or as far as we can
imagine) far beyond the birth of
Christ, and have considered thc possi-
bility of earlier civilizatijgns utterly
blotted out, because they had not
considered, o= properly tackle'l their
problems.

War on a large scale, Bolshevism,
famine and pestilence may have wiped
them out, and the world knows them
1o more. At times archaeologists un-
earth traces of ancient civlizations of
which nothing is positively known.

To-day we have s€en war on :. large
scale; it has touclked us. Famine we
have heard of and hunger may even
yet touch us. Pestilence we have
with us and we may have more of it,
and we may have even greater.and
worse pestilerces.

Our civilization has been, and is
to-day being broken to its very roots
and the question is is our civilizat-
fon strong ec:ough to weather the
storm that is upon us, and that is yet
certain to come? For the storm is not
yet past. With these thoughts we
have mooted “Religion in Politics,” a
the remedy.

The Churches know to-day that
they have big problems to face, that
the world has big problems to face
and that Nfld. has more than its
share of them.

They
know that a man is not a better man
because he is a member of one parti-
ular church, tha* he is not a better
man on account of a particular posi-
tion he holds in society or 2ven in
a Society.

Some of
the causes you all know. If this same
thing continues the country is going
to suffer, and only chaos can be the
result.

And besides there being apparently
no honour to be gained, or anything,
in fact, by a man in politics in Nfld.,
who did not wish to make any money
out of it, or who has no axe to grind.
Such a man, if onc with a business or
occupation tn attend to, feels that it
may suffer severely even to disrupt-
{ion through luck of attention. Even
still he might bc willing to take a,
chance, but a thing which looks like
absolute failure at the outset, nobody

and -with civilization, have in this
European wcrld of ours, depended for
ages upon two principles—“the spirit
of a gentleman, and the spirit of re-
ligion.”

As according to Burke we cannot
have proper national culture without
religion, or the spirt of a gentleman,
similarly we cannot have proper poli-
tics or statesmanship if the same
epirit is not in evidence.

It is therefyre only by religion or
the spirit of gentlemanliness that we
can get clean politics. Czn the
Church to-day get religion, intc.poli-
tics? Why not? If the Churches are
to-day going to go forward they will
have to do somcthing big; we even go
so far as to say something religious.

The Churches in Nfld. at least, have
always more or less interested them-
sclves in politics. They have in the
past supported certain candidates

Possibly the rich have
more of it, as they have more of thel
germs. On cre side, we have seen
voters sclf-interested to nausea, and
on the other politicians merely and
entirely self centered. In the past
 four years the greater part of the
world has passed through an extraor-
dinary expcricnce.

pear as if some had passed though no l
experience, worta while. i

- As the first mpl!ol of Newfound-
Beotch cured herring of the fall
have not found the demand that
expected and the quality of the

coast, is not at all satisfactory, the
trade appears reluctant to venture
further into the purchasing field in
the Ancient Colony. Although tempt-
ing offers have been coming to im-
porters here within the past few days,
it is understood that few if ary havo
taken advantage of them, or will
Among these offerings are several
lots at $15' per barrel, at St. Johh's,
probably herring packed in Trinity
Bay, and some small quantities at $18
and $19. It is reported, however, that
packers on the east coast are holding
for their prices, contending that they

{ cannot afford to sell at less than $22

@23 in many cases because of the
,high cost of the herring from the
fishermen. It is estimated that New
York importers have purchased little
more than 12,000 barrels of New-
foundland Scotch cured herring alto-
gether—a ‘mere ‘“drop in the bucket”
as compared with the supply of other
years. The halting, uncerta’n de-
mand for all herring, coupled with the
fact that Lent comes late this year,
and the procpects -of heavy sales of
salt fish are none too bright, has
deterred heavy purchasers gzencrally,
particularly of herring which is of
questionable quality.—N. Y. Fishing
Gazette, Jan. 18.

Market Notes.

CODFISH. — No buying was done
last week, and no offers are being
made until an improvement shows in
the European markets. Labrador
soft is nominally quoted at from $10
to $11 and No. 1 Shore $13 to $14 per
quintal.

COD OIL. — But few transactions
have taken place in Common since the
year opened, and the price has, con-
sequently, slumped to $130 per tum, a
depressing figure indeed, compared to
$400 in November. Refined is dull in
sale at $2.20 per gallon.

HERRING.— About 11,000 barrels
of Scotch Pack are in stock in St.
John'’s, to which may be added 3,500
barrels remaining over from ship-
ment in Green Bay. Local prices
stand at $21 for S. P. and $7 to $7.75
for No. 1 Split.

PROVISIONS. — The Food Control
Board regulations regarding the use
of substitutes with Flour were lifted
on Saturday, and from now an we
hope that this vexed guestion will give
rise to no more criticisms and con-
troversies. War Standard prices re-
main unchanged, being $14.25 to $14.
50 wholesale and $15 to $15.80 retail.
Ham Butt Pork is quoted at $48; Mes¢
and Short Cut Clear at $50, whole-
sale, with no prospeefs of a cheaper
rate in sight. Beef may also be plac-
ed in the same catggory. Present
prices in the city are Bos Flank, $47.
50; Bos Packet, $46.50; Boneless, $46.
The Food Control Board continues to
regulate Sugar and much hostility has
been aroused over the regulations re-
garding the compulsory purchase of
Brown, a shipment of 800 bags of the
latter being about due from Barba-
dos, which has to be used up before
any change is made in the existing
law. 1,500 barrels of White are com-
ing from New York. The wholesale
quotations are—White $12.70 and
Brown $11.25 per hundred pounds.
