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a whole, which will apply not 
onty to his food hot to h|s 
clothing and other household 
requisites, and which win be.ef­
fected, not by the placing Of cer­
tain articles on thp free list, but 
hy a levelhng down of the entire 
tariff, so that the burden is more 
equitably distributed over the 
whole community. This to-day 
is undoubtedly the most press­
ing common need, and the coun­
try looks to the Government for 
such a measure of relief.
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The Common Need
Eleven years ago there was 

no mistaking the common need. 
The danger which threatened 
was so real and imminent that 
immediately the man power of 
the Empire was called upon to 
withstand and crush it before 
irretrievable damage was done. 

. The catastrophe was averted but 
only at an immense cost, the 
effect of which has been felt 
ever since.

We with the other peoples of 
the Empire made willing sacri­
fices in that common cause ; we 
with them faced the conse­
quences with determination and 
courage, and wbtle it would -be 
far from the truth to say that 
all our difficulties have been 
overcome, still, we have cause 
for deep gratitude that New­
foundland has weathered the 
storm, and industrially is re­
established. Here there have 
been no able-bodied men 
unemployed during the past 
season, and the work in which 
all are engaged is" productive 
labour. In the past two years 
the fisheries have improved, new 
industries have been establish­
ed, and the business life of the 
country has recovered after* a 
long period of stagnancy.

Under the circumstances the 
ordinary householder naturally 
expects his monthly account to 
show a more favourable balance, 
and while in a’ measure it does, 
the difference between income 
and expenditure is small and is 
only; made possible by the clos­
est frugality.

At all times he has to keep a 
tight hand op the purse strings, 
and even after exercising every 
care he is filled with concern 
when the bills are presented. The 
replacing of worn-out furniture, 
the purchasing of,new clothing 
or the repairing of his property 
presents a serious problem ; 
sickness in the home causes him 
two-fold concern ; the birth of a 
child, which should be an occas­
ion for rejoicing, fills him with 
misgiving, and to the burden of 
grief in the event of a death in 
the family is added a burden of 
debt that is well nigh over­
whelming.

It does not foster a spirit of 
industry, neither is it conducive 
to domestic or community hap­
piness to be faced with such 
conditions at every turn. It 
robs work of. the feeling of sat­
isfaction that it should give, it 
places a curb on enterprise ; it 
makes recreation a luxury, and 
it “freezes the genial current of 
the soul.”

To consult an expert in order 
to ascertain what evil agency is 
responsible for the household­
er’s worries is unnecessary. 
With the return of better times 
it was hoped that the cost of 
living would become less oner­
ous, and while it is true that 
certain commodities have fallen 
in price or have been forced to 
lower level by the removal of 
duties, others, continuing to 
mount, have more than offset 
the advantages resulting from 
the former. The cost of living 
is unnecessarily high and must 
be brought down.

To meet the situation calls 
for action on the part of the au­
thorities, directed in the main 
to a reduction of taxation 
which will apply to citizens as
