Hamilton, have famished the Hamilton 
Times with some interesting information 
with regard to the crops in several sec­
tions of the Province, which they ob­
tained by sending circulars to reliable 
correspondents at the points named.

barley and oats, average crop ; potatoes 
and turnips, look well at present ; clover 
seed, not much gathered. Spring wheat, 
barley, oats and peas are good in quality 
and quantity. Fall wheat is a good 
sample, but not much to the acre, being 
winter-killed ; average ten bushels. Hay 
is an average crop, and well cured.

A 
strong detachment of the 10th Royals 
was there drawn up as a guard of honor, 
accompanied by the band of the regiment, 
and by a detachment of the Governor- 
General’s Body Guard for an escort to 
His Excellency. A large crowd of citi­
zens was assembled on the wharf, and 
many others thronged Yonge and .Front 
streets in the vicinity. When the ordi­
nary passengers by the steamer had dis­
embarked, the Vice-regal party were met 
on «board of her by the Hon. Oliver 
Mowat, Sheriff Jarvis,, and the Hon. Geq. 
Brown, and conducted to carriages which 
were in attendance on the wharf. They 
were then driven by the shortest route to 
the Queen's Hotel. In the evening His 
Excellency visited the Queen’s Theatre, 
where a most enthusiastic reception was 
given him. . >

London, Aug. 81.—The Great Eastern, 
up to yesterday noon, had paid out 647 
nautical miles of the Anglo-American 
Company’s new cable, and all was going 
on well.

Madrid, August 31.—The Carlisle made 
two determined ’assaults on Puyoerda to­
day. Both attacks were defeated, and 
the besiegers in their rage set fire to and 
destroyed houses outside the walls.

Rome, Aug. >31.—Mount Ætna has 
been in a state of eruption since Satur­
day, and streams of lava are pouring from 
three craters.

Several regiments have been sent to 
Sicily because of the increase * of brig­
andage and general lawlessness. Court 
martiale have been established for the 
prompt punishment of offenders.

New York, August 31.—The Sun’s 
Washington special states that it is well 
known that an arrangement has been 
completed by which Sgain will cede to 
Germany the Island of Porto Rico as 
soon as the Carliste are ejected from 
Spanish territory and that our Govern­
ment will not interfere in the matter.

In Jersey City to-day, Rev. John L. 
Glendenning, of Prospect Presbyterian 
Church, appeared before Judge Aldoridge 
on a charge of bastardy. The counsel for 
the people asked if the dying statement 
of Mary Pomeroy would be admitted as 
evidence, and offered to produce other 
evidence. Defendant’s counsel would ad­
mit nothing ; and the case was withdrawn 
to be brought before the higher courts, 
on the .charges of seduction and breach of 
promise.

The Montreal Cricket Club and the St. 
George’s Club played a game on the 
ground of the latter at Hoboken, to-day. 
Only one innings was played, resulting 
in a score of 208 to 60 in favor of the 
St. George’s.

The New Manager of the Grand Trunk \
The new Manager of the Grand Trunk 

has entered upon his duties in a manner 
that gives hopes for improvement in the 
conduct of that road. A day or two 
since he left on his first toUr of inspec­
tion from Montreal. He went alone, 
and is evidently determined to see with 
his own eyes, and not with those of offi­
cials interested in everything couleur de 
rose. The Witness says :—“ The splen­
did new car recently reported as having 
been built for Mr. Hannaford’s special 
use (hut at the Company’s expense), 
was attached to the train for Mr. Ser­
geant’s use. After a little search the 
gentleman was found comfortably en­
sconced in an ordinary Pullman among 
the general passengers, and, on being 
invited to the special car, much to the 
astonishment of the officials, he declined, 
observing,that what was good enough 
for the general public was good enough 
for him, and ordered the car to be de­
tached. ” We anticipate that Mr.-Ser­
geant will have an opportunity of seeing 
things to which the officials of the road 
have been habitually blind, and that we 
may look for reforms in more than one 
branch of the Company’s service.

It is a style of warfare 
which cannot be pursued, without injury 
to the country and degradation to the 
press. In Canada we are above all things 
concerned in having in public life men of 
honesty and character, and such men are 
but too frequently sensitive to attack. 
A man who has no motive for entering 
puolic life than that of serving his coun­
try, is apt to shrink from a position 
which will subject him to such attacks 
as that which is now to be answered for 
before the Courts. Political controversy 
is not only legitimate but necessary.

The Fergus News-Record Libel.
Special per Montreal Line.

The Way the Cable Talks.
An operator sits at a table in a room 

darkened by curtains. On his desk stands 
a little instrument named the “ reflect­
ing galvanometer,” the invention of Sir 
William Thompson, without which At­
lantic telegraphy would bb a slow pro­
cess, not exceeding two or three words 
per minute, instead of eighteen or twenty, 
the present rate. This delicate instru­
ment consists of a tiny magnet and a tiny 
mirror swinging on a silk thread, the 
two together weighing a few grains. The 
electric current, passing along the wire 
from Valencia, deflects the magnet to 
and fro. The mirror reflects a spot of 
light on to a scale in a box placed at the 
operator’s right hand, where, by its 
oscillation, the spot of light indicates 
the slight movement of the magnet, and 
follows every change, in the received 
current ; and every change, great or 
htu£ 11, produces a corresponding oscilla­
tion of the spot of light on the scale. 
A code of signals is arranged by which 
the movement of the spot of light is made 
to indicate the letters of the alphabet. 
When receiving a message from Valenoiat 
the operator watches the movements of 
the Vght speck, which keeps dancing 
abtint over the scale on his right. To 
bis practised eye, each movement of the 
snot of light represents a letter of the 
alphabet, and its seemingly fantastic 
motions are spelling out the intelligence 
which the pulsings of the electric current 
are transmitting between the two hemi­
spheres. It is truly marvellous to note 
how rapidly the experienced operator 
disentangles the irregular oscillation of 

| the little speoka into the letters and 
1 words which they represent.

Dynamite.
Its Explosive Uses and Qualities. 
Mr. Thomas Wallace, who represents 
Scottish manufactory is on a tour 

through Canada for the purpose ot in­
troducing and exhibiting the remarkable 
qualities of Dynamite, a peculiar and 
very powerful explosive agent. What its 
essential ingredients are, none outside of 
the makers know or can discover. It is 
alleged to be composed of eight gases, 
compounded with clay, the concussion of 
which when ignited tears and shatters 
any hard substance with which it is 
brought in contact. For blasting pur­
poses it is a most valuable invention. 
The labor of drilling is entirely dispensed 
with. The dynamite is simply placed on 
the surface of the stone, covered with a 
few handfuls of sand, dut or any similar 
material, the fuse is lighted and the work 
is done ; the most surprising features of 
the experiment being* that the force of 
the explosion, seems to expand itself 
downward. The great explosive power of 
dynamite is due to the sudden develop­
ment of various gases which at the 
ordinary temperature of the atmosphere 
would occupy a space nearly a thousand 
times greater than before explosion, 
but the heat produced by the combustion 
expands these gases eight times more, 
or eight thousand times in all. It is this 
rapid expansic n to such a bulk which 
confers on it, its great disruptive power. 
It is said on good authority that for 
equal bulk it is ten times stronger than 
gunpowder, while for equal weight it is 
eight times as strong. By the law of 
expansion, explosive power is most spent 
in the line of least resistance, and many 
wonder how the dynamite acts so effec­
tually in a downward direction. We do 
not attempt a solution, of the scientific 
problem ; we need only say it does as 
stated. But it has power in an upward 
direction as well, a^id will astonish the 
farmers of this country by the rapidity 
with which their lands can be cleared of 
stumps, and in fact almost any obstruc­
tions by its use, at ». trifling expense. 
At Hamilton, Mr. Wallace experimented 
on the rocks of the mountain, in the 
water. The dynamite was in the shape 
of a rifle cartridge, about three inches 
long, and somewhat soft in texture. First 
in the operation a length of fuse is cat 
on one end of which Nobles’ patent de 
tonater is attached, then inserted and 
fastened in the end of the cartridge. If 
a rook in the harbor is intended to be re­
moved, the dynamite is laid contiguous 
to it—if possible, under it—and the fuse, 
being ignited, burns in the water until 
it reaches the cap, when the report is 
heard. For water purposes a gutta 
percha fuse is prepared, on which damp­
ness does not take effect. The one charge 
is sufficient to move anything under two 
tons ; and when necessary the explosion 
can be increased in weight and violence 
by adding one, two or more cartridges, 
the one detonator and fuse doing for all. 
To examine the dynamite its merits are 
not fully recognized ; to burn a small 
quantity on a dry surface adds to the ap­
parent deception, but used in its proper 
sense the result is perfectly astounding. 
It is evidently pretty safe material to 
handle—perfectly safe when the proper 
instructions are observed. It is true it is 
dangerous when heated with indifference 
in the same manner in which gunpowder 
becomes destructive ; when handled un­
der ordinary oiioumstances it will bear a 
temperature of four hundred and fifty 
degrees Fahrenheit, yet if placed in close 
juxta position to a stove pipe or other 
warm substance, it is liable to become 
irritated and explode. With the exercise 
of ordinary care, however, it ueel not be 
submitted to this crucial tost. Its expense 
is about equal to that of powder, but it 
has a much wider field of usefulness, and 
can be applied advantageously in very 
many cases where the former would fail 
to manifest its virtues. Dynamite is 
manufactured in but-three places in the 
world—in Russia,Germany and Scotland, 
the firm in the last named place having 
the patent right for Great Britain and 
Canada.
