CANADIAN.

The Ontario budget speech will be
‘delivered on Tuesday.

Mr. J. D. McGregor, who was for-
merly a member of the Legislature
of Nova Scotia, takes the place of
Scnator Carmichacl, who has resign-
ed owing to ill-health, and who was
appointed in 1898.

Wm. McCabe, LL.DB,,, managing
director of the North American Life
Insurance Co., and considered the
greatest life insurance cxpert in the
Dominion, died in Toronto after a
two weeks' illness on Thursday eve-
ning, aged 58 years.

Hamilton.—Philip Tabb, aged nine
years, who lived with his parents at
287 Wellington street north, while
crossing the G.T.R. tracks at Em-
erald street Friday morning was run
down by the express train from the
cast and instantly Kkilled,

J. A. McAndrew was sworn in as
rogistrar of the Court of Appeal on
Thursday, succceding  Mr. Cart-
wright, now Master-in-Chambers,
Toronto. The Commission was sign-
ed by the Hon. W, Mortimer Clark,
this being the first official act of the
Licutenant-Governor.

Ottawa.—The Winnipeg eastbound
train was delayed 12 hours Sunday
p; an accident about two miles cast
of Sudbury, at Marksty Station. A
l\andslide piled debris on the track.
The engine plowcd into the obstruc-
tion, and was wrecked, with two
sars. Engineer Barnhart of North
Bay was killed.

Toronto.—The Hon. William Lount,
Justice of the Common Pleas Divis-
ion of the High Court, died Friday
afternoon at 3.30. The deceased
judge had been  suffering  from
Bright’s disease for a long period.
Mr. Justice Lount was a son of the
late George Lount, formerly Regis-
trar of Simcoe County, and a  nep-
hew of Samuel Lount, who was exe-
cuted for his participation in the re-
pellion of 1837. DBorn on March 38,
1840, at Holland Landing, Ont., he
was cducated at Barrie High School,
and graduated from the University
of Toronto. He was called to the
bar in 1863. Ife was represcntative
for Simcoe in the Local House from
1867 to 1871. He represented Cen-
tra Toronto in Liberal intercet in
1806-7. He was appointed Queen’s
Counsel by the Ontario Government
in 1876, and by the Dominion Gov-
ernment in 1881. On Jan, 30, 1901,
he received his judicial appointment,

succeeding Mr. Justice Rose in  the
Court of Common Pleas.

Muley Mohammed, the Sultan’s bro-
ther, has been proclaimed Emperor
at I'vz.

Berlin.—The Governments of Prus-
sia and of the Grand Duchy of Meck-
lenburg have decided to expel  the
Mormon missionaries, of whom there
are 145 in Germany and 90 in Prus-
sia.

Vienna.—A band of Maccedonians
recently surrounded and slaughtered
lorty Bashibazouks and fifteen Gend-
armes, near  Petriteh, Macedonia,
out of revenge for the murder of
their leader,

San  Domingo, Santo Domingo.—
The Government forces at Barahona,
San Pedro De Macorish and  Selbe
have joined the revolutionists in the
northern part of the island, and the
overthrow of President Vasquez is
complete. A provisional Government
has bheen formed.

Stickholm, Sweden. — Despatches
from Finland announce that an ex-
Scnator, two editors, a former Brit-
ish consul and several leaders of the
Young Finnish party, have been or-

dered to leave IMinland  within a
week, under  the recent decree pre=-
scribing  measures for the mainten-
ance of order.

Paris, April 28.—Alred Dreyfus
has submitted to Minister of War
Andre a lengthy letter, in which he
arnestly asks for a reopening of his
case by means of an investigation by
the Minister, as the supreme source
of military justice. The letter,
which is dated Paris, April 21, con-
firms the reports that Dreyfus has
1 living quictly here for some
time past. Tt promises to cause a
tremendous  agitation among the
various elements of the political
groups for and against Dreyfus,

State Funerai in Toronto Was an
Imposing Scene.

Many of the Leading Statesmen of the
Dominion and Men Prominent in All

Walks of Life Were in the Funeral’

Cortege—The Monorary Pallbearers—
The Chief Mourners — An Hour ia
Passing.

Toronto, April 23.—Under a cloud-
ed April sky, with a sullen north-
vast wind murmuring threats of rain
or snow, the remains of Sir Oliver
Mowat, once Premier, and late Lieu-
tenant-Governor of the province of
Ontario, were laid away in Mount
Pleasant Cemetery yesterday after-
noon, with all the circumstances of
public grief.

Amid the mournful tolling of city
bells the State funeral procession, in
the order already published, wend-
ed its way through city streets
lined with tens of thousands of citi-
zens all the distance from Govern-
ment House to Mount Pleasant Cem-
ctery. All the business houses of the
city were closed, and along the
route buildings were heavily draped.

The cortege was the largest and
most imposing ever witnessed in To-
ronto. In the procession were no-

ticed many of the leading statesmen
Dominion and of the pro-

of the

vinces: exalted members of the judic-
iary, men eminent in the professions,
and individuals prominent in every
walk of life.

The Religious Services.

Shortly after two o'clock the fu-
neral service was begun at Govern-

ment House. conducted by Rev.
Principal Caven, of Knox College;
tev. Dr.  Maclaren, Knox College;

Rev. Armstrong Black, St. Andrew’s
church: Rev. Alexander Gandier, St.
James' square Presbyterian church,
The order of the sarvice was:i—

An Imposing Scena,

About 2.30 the bells began to toll,
and at.three o'clock the body was
borne to the hearse by six members
of the Caithness Society. They were:

A. Rose, Jr., and
Gilbert L. Sutherland.

Then the cortege formed and  be-
gan its long and slow march to
Mount Pleasant, via Simcoe, King

and Yonge strecis. Col. Grasett,
chief of police, was marshal = of the
procession.  The colonel was follow-

ed by a squad of mounted police,
who assisted in clearing  the way.
Then followed a detachmment of the
Royal Canadian Dragoons under
Captain Van Straubenzie. Then
came the bands of the Queen’'s Own

and Grenadicrs.

Drs. Primrose and Temple and the
attendant clergymen came next.
They were followed by bearers of
the coflin and the honorary pall-
bearcrs, viz.: Sir Wilirid Laurier
Premier Ross, Hon. J. M. Gibson,
Chief Justice Moss, Chancellor Boyd,
and Sir Wm.

An Hour in Passing.

The procession occupied over an

hour passing a given point. One
hundred and seventy-five rigs were
in line. Twenty-two carriages were
used by members of the Legislature,

and the clergy, the’bench,
and many other branches of profes-
sional life were fully represented.
Mayors of cities and towns in On-
tario were given a place in the line,
with the City Council, educational
boards and sccret and fraternal so-
cietics, some of them being on foot.

The procession moved ofi from
Government llouse about ten min-
utes to three, and it was just five
minutes to five when the first of the
line arrived at the graveside. There
were two  bands, the Queen’'s Own

and the Royal Grenadiers. The bands
played alternately all the wayv to
Mount Pleasant Cemectery, the fol-
lowing being the musical program:
Dead March, in Saul, Chopin’s Fun-
eral March, Nearer My God to Thee
and Departed Comrades. At the gate,
the bands massed, and rendered
Chopin’s Funeral March until the
last of the procession had entered
the grounds.

Evergreens lined the epen grave.
The ¢8ffin was lifted from the hearse,
and lowered into the greve, and,

while the mourners stood with bared
heads, Rev. Alexander Gandier recad
the short, but impressive, burial ser-
vice of the Presbyterian Church.

Then followed the Lord’s prayer
and the parting blessing.

The mourners remained at the
graveside while the undertaker’s as-
sistants quietly and reverently on-
tombed in their final resting-place
the mortal remains of Oliver Mowat.

THE ONTARIO ASSEMBLY.

Short Session Tuesduy Afternoon, and sa
Adj Tl Th The
Estimates For the Year.

Toronto, April 21.—The Ontario
Legislature re-assembled at 8 o’clock
this afternoon after the three weeks’
adjournment for the investigation of
the Gamey charges. At the opening
of the session the Premier and the
leader of the Opposition referred to
the death of Sir Oliver Mowat, and
expressed the sincere regret of the
House at the loss of the head of the
Provincial Administration.

After tracing Sir Oliver Mowat's
long career, 1lon. G. W. Ross con-
cluded his tribute to his memory in
these words: “The Liberal party has
lost a great leader; the country has
lost a great man. His strength was
in his sincerity. Ile was true to his
conviction of duty, true to his coun-
try. That conviction has never been
shaken by any act of his career.”’

Mr. Whitney followed the Premier,
He said he wished to add to the elo-
quent tribute paid by the Premier to
the late Lieutenant-Governor. His
was a loss which this province and
all Canada deplored. In conclusion,
Mr. Whitney said: ““We, on this side
of the House, do not intend to allow
our political opponents to be alone
the mourners. We, as the opponents

of Sir Oliver Mowat, too, say we
are thankful that he lived; we are
proud of his services; we, too, de-
plore his death, and we, too, offer
our earnest sympathy to his fam-
ily.”
Fifty-One Bills Read.

Toronto, April 24.—The Legisla-

ture received fifty-one bills this af-

ternoon, and after a first reading
they were consigned to their proper

committees. This occupied the
Iiouse for nearly an hour,
Estimates For 1902,
Toronto, April 23.—The estimates

for 1903, which were to be presented
to the Legislature today, call for a
total expenditure of $4,537,428, as
compared with $4,004,228 a year
ago, an increase of $533,200. This
large increase is made up from var-
ious sources, the largest individual
items being $124,000 for comple-
tion and equipment of the new Sci-
ence building of Toronto University,
$86,000 increased grant for surveys
in new districts, $20,000 for addi-
tions to the normal school, Toron-
to, $18,500 for an infirmary build-
ing at the London Asylum, and
$18,000 for the estimated deficit of
the University of Toronto. The cost
of civil Government is increased by
$40,000, administration of justice
$17,000, cducation $137,000, public
institMions maintenance $350,000,
agriculture $§70.000, hospitals and
charities $38,000, charges on Crown
lands $85,000, while miscellanecous
expenditures are decreased $103,000.
Only nine Conservatives and thirty-
four Iiberals were in their seats
when the Legislature opened.

The address in reply to the speech
from the throne was passed pro
forma, the understanding heing that
it will be discussed later on.

MANCHURIA.

Great Britain, United States and Japan
to Make Forcible Joint Protest Against

Russia’s Demands.

Pekin, April 24.—Russia has de~
manded that China sign an agree-
ment practically ceding to her the
sovereignity of Manchuria and ex-
cluding other nations from the coun-
try.

The Russian Charge d’Affaires, M.
Plancon, has informed Prince Ching,
President of the Ioreign Office, that
no further steps in the evacuation of
Manchuria will be taken until this
agrecment is signed.

Yokohama, April 23.—Three Japa-
nese warships have been ordered to
New Chwang. Marquis Ito has held
a sccret conference with the leading
Japanese statesmen.

Joint Protest to Be Made.

London, April 25.—There is in
contemplation a forcible joint pro~
test on the part of Great Dritain,
the United States  and Japan
aguainst the Russian demands in the
matter of the sovercignty oi Man-
churia.

Sir Ernest Satow, Dritish Minister
to China, in a despatch to the For-
cign Office, has confirmed the pub-
lished synopsis of the note addressed
to China by M. Plancon, Russia
Charge d'Aflaires at Pekin. Further
oflicial advices regarding the inten-
tions of the Chinese Government,
and cxplanations from St. Peters-
burg, are awaited anxiously. In the
meantime the British Government is
not taking active measures, al-
though Foreign Sceretary Lans-
downe intends to circulaie pour par-

lers  looking to joint aclion from
Washington, London, and "Tokio,
provided further information sus-
tains the present abstract of the

Russian demands. The Torcign Of-
fice states that if the Chinese Gov-
ernment.  correctly represents  Rus-
sia’s claims these claims constitute
an absolute breach of all the under-
takings given in connection with
Manchuria and utterly abrogates ex-
isting treaties,
The U.S, Position,

Washington, April 25.~U. S. Min-
ister Conger has cabled to Secre-
tary of State lHay a synopsis of the
demands made upon China by tussia
respceting control of Manchuria. This
account agrees procisely  with the
press report of Ru s last coup.
Secretary Hay will take no action
in the matter until he has communi-
cated the facts to the President and
has learned the latter’s wishes.

The present impression here is that
the Russian action is a distinct
breach of faith with the nit,
States. . ehinited
