The House of Commons was crowded this 

evening. Mr. Gladstone, replying to a question 
by Sir Michael Hicks-Beach (Conservative), 
said that the Government considered it to be its 
duty after the second reading of the Home 
Rule Bill not to ask the House to go into com­
mittee on the measure. but to adopt one of the 
methods which te (Gladstone) described at the 
Liberal meeting yesterday. The Government, 
he said, was inclined to allow the Bill to lapse 
for the present session, and to advise the 
Queen to cause an early reassembling of Par- 
lament, at which the Home Rule Bill would 
be reintroduced. He was unable al that mo­
ment to speak more posi ive.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, in view of the un- 
satisfactory statement of the Coserament, 
moved an adjournment, lie was greeted with 
cheers by the Opposition, all the Conservatives 
rising to support the motion. The speaker, 
continuing, said that the Government, prior to 
the introduction of the Bill, bad dwelt upon 
the necessity of restoring social order in Ire­
land. and had said that the Government was of 
one mind, and had an Intelligible plan. Was 
the plan, be asked, found so unfeasible that no- 
body would vote for it? If It was found good 
and feasible, why did the Governme nt now pro­
pose to withdraw or postpone the Bil.? The 
Bill simply amounted to a Continu ance-in- 
Office Bill. (Cheers.)

Mr. Gladstone, upon rising to reply, was 
loudly cheered. He repudiated the sordid mo- 
lives which Sir Michael Hicks -Beach bad im- 
puted to the Government, although, be said, 
the general confidence of bls Co unir I me n in the 
Government rendered such repudiation un­
necessary. Numerous members of the House 
who were friendly to the principle of the 
Bill had asked for time to consider the 
measure : hence rhe postponement. The Govern­
ment had raised € ne of the greatest 
issues ever submitted to Parliament, and 
would endeavor to keep it clear of collateral 
issues.
