Sometimes we meet with breeders
whose only aim in their stock seems
to be to produce animals that shall be
entitled to registry. To such I have
littie to say, as their work is compara-
tively easy, and bas but a fow hind-1
rances to success ; but to those breed
ers who are possessed of an idoal type
of perfection, which they are striving
to impress upon their stock. I have a
few words to say upon the hindrances
they may find in the way of satisfac-
tory results It is a law of natare
that the offspring resembles some one
or more of its ancestars, nat anly in
its outward uppearance, but in the
corstruction of its vital organism and
mental peculiarities, and is simply a
reprodaction, with the accidental or
intentional additions that from time to
time are accumulating as the stock
passes through the bands of more or
less skilfal breeders.

The aim of the breeder is to not
only produce an animal which shall
in its own person poseess the highest
type of excollence sought, but shall
have the power to trarsmit to its off-
spring those qualities of value possess-
ed by himself. .A breeder may, by
chance. produce a superior animal, or
it may be the result of carefally laid

pluns, and artfally controlling the
foroes of nature and subjecting them

to his will.

It is comparatively easy to acciden-

tally produce an animal of value, but
t» steadily breed to one type is the:!
test of the skill of the broeder, and

the valpe of his gtock. However well

he may lay his plans, or however do

sirable hig stogck may appear, his abil-

ity to perpetuate their desirable quali-
ties will depend upon the prepotence
of the animals, and this prepotence

depends, to a great extent, upon the

line in which the stock hag boon bred

with ope dafinite end it vicw.

Whbat the farmer wants and what
the teamater and drayman will not
object to is a good, etrong walkor,
Suach a horse is not lazy, and less like-
ly to be an awkward or stumbling
horse. He lifts his fect and puts them
down well. 'There ia no drag in bis
gait, as with a slow, shoflling or creep-
ing brate. A good walker is usually
possessed of some spirit. This is
necessary {o sustain his gait if hois
to become serviceable. It is also an
advantage in his traming, requiring
little more than restraint to prevent
bim from broaking bis walk. Begin-
ning with leading the colt to halter
as soon as he has the use of bis feet
well, before he gets accustomed to
break, his walk may be readily im-
proved and the habit after awhile es-
tablished if he is of tractable disposi-
tion. If while running with his dam
be should, in his capering, get into a
trot or ran, it will not seriously affect
his balter habit or, later on, bis prac-
tice in the traces. Neither dres walk-
ing practioo interfere with his trot-
ting, which, during the couarse of the
former, may also be indulged and im-
proved. Bat let each be kept distinet
for the time, 80 as to sccure an im-
pression. The colt will soon learn to
know what is wanted, and if properly
engouraged will sespond if be is what
he should be, tractable, intelligent,
and sufficiently spirited to carry out
what iy intended. If awkward or
stapid he is not worth the trial.

In the absence of a special trainer
of colts, any man of intelligence who
feels an interest in the mattor and has
patience and control of his temper,
may be trusted to undertake the work.
It is all the better if he be the owner
of the colt. Not that he will suceeed
in full development, but he is pretty
sure to 80 far improve tho value of bis
horso as to pay well for the effort, and
it needs but little improvement to do
that when the long service uf the
horse—some twonty years or more
with good treatment—is considered.
At first, lead your colt by the balter.
Graduaally increase his speed. Here
will occur tho greatest difficulty,
through the eagernoss of getting him
advanced. By urging bimm to much
he will broak, ard frequent breaking,
becomes iself a habit, will antagonize
what it is intended to proinote. Pati-
ence, with time, i3 required, und that
is tho only way. The cait is to bave
bis walk go gradaally advanced that
he does not become aware of it. When
the colt becomos atronger and advance
bas been mado in its gait so that load-
ing tt becames to much of a task,
mount the mare and couple the young
ono with its dam. This will accustom
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trotling gait cannoty bo improved. |

A theory ao plain as the above
ought not to impose upon any one, for
if troe, it would have been found out,
thousanda of years ago; for itis a
common accident for bulis to lose one
of their testicles, when the pecaliar-
ity of begetting but one sex, under
such conditions, would be pateet to
the most unobservant. It may be set
down as a rule, that this secret will
never be found out, except through
the science of physiology, and by men
who are expert in the anatomy of the
ball and cow. Blind credulity may
occasionally bit upon a remarkable
coincidence, but its fallacy will soon
come to the surface and disabuse your
{mind with a rude sbock. Whatever
may be accomplished in the future,
ono thing is certain, and ihat ia, at
present, under any state of the case,
taking one season with another, the
soxes will be just about even, male
and fermale, each after its kind.—Am.

New Markets for Fowls.

The poultry trade might be very
profitably extended to a much great-
or extent than at presont. Dressed
pounltry has long been shipped to
Britian, and now dealers have com-
menced to ship live fowls. We think
it is in this last direction that profit is
to be made, provided a judicious selec-
tion of fowls suited .to the Britisb
market is sent. It must be remem-
bered tbat the taste there is somewhat
different from here. Yellow-legged
fowls are preferred for market here;
while white legged ones, like the
Dorking, and some of the Freneh
breeds, sell more readily, and bring
| bigher prices there. BShipping dress.
ed fowls is a hazardous business;
first, they have to be collected from
inland parts and sent to New York;
they sometimes arrive their soft, and
in bad condition; bow much more
bazard there is in sending them a voy-
age of eight or ten days to England,
The time of transit is now so short
that if poultry are healthy and in good
condition, when shipped at New York,
they will arrive in good condition at
Liverpool, provided it is done on a
large enough scale to send a man in
charge of them, to feed them rega-
larly on dry grain, and give them ~uf-
flcient clean water daily.—New York
Witness.

1t is stated that a new method of
washing butter has been patened in
Germany. As scon as gathered in
the churn in particles of aboa* a tenth
of an inch in sizs, it is transferred to
a centrifugal machine, whose dram is
pierced with holes and lined with a
linen fack, that is finally taken out
with the butter. As soon as the ma-
chine is set in rapid motion the butter
milk begins to escape; a spray of
water thrown iato the revolving drum
washes out all foreign matter adher-
ing to the batter. This washing is
kopt up till the wash-water comes
away clean, and the revolation is then
continued till the last drop of water is
removed, as clothes are dried in the
centrifugal wringer. The dry butter
is then taken out, molded and packed.
It is olaimed that the prodact thas so
fully and quickly freed from all im-
purities, without any working or
kneading, has a finer flavor, aroma
and grain, and far better keeping
qualities, than when prepared for
market in the ordinary way.
