ITHE BUTCHRR OF THRER (OOKE
FAMILY IN JAIL,
[

An Infurinted Crowd Fellew Him —The
Prellminary Trial — Pestpened for
Twe Days,

L'OrigNaL, Ont, Jan 4— The county
town ef the united counties of Prescott and
Russell to-day discussed nothing but the
terrible butchery of the Cooke family at
Hawkesbary. Groups gathered here and
and there and advanced a hundred different
theories as to the motive, and speculated on
the prospects of Mann ever being allowed to
go to trial, Nothing but lynching appears
to meet the general idea, and it will not be
at all surprising if a raid is made on the
Jail before the preliminary trial is through.,
Last night when the prisoner was being
driven from $he Calumet station to L’Orig-
nal, a crowd of infuriated citizens of Hawkes-
bury followed him. They were provided with
anoose and other essentials for lynching, but
through the vigilance.of Sheriff Merrick
and High Constable Costello, “their efforts
were thwarted. The prisoner is now safely
lodged in jail and carefully guarded, He
refuses to communicate with the clergy
and is as silent as the grave as to the motive
which led him to commit the terrible
butchery. He is perfectly calm and betrays
no symptoms of uneasiness. Last night he
ate a hearty meal and slept well.  This
morring he breakfasted somewhat lighter
aod ‘spent bis time in glancing over the
pages of a religious tract furnished by the
juiler,  He uays he is 19 years of age and
was born in Tewkesbury, Gloucestershire,
England. . In conversation with Detective
Latour he gave his name as Bob Stevens,
but on being asked if his name
was not Frederick Mann, he
replied yes, and said he lived with Mr.
Cooke and committed the murder. He is
about five feet seven inches in height, light
complexion, parrow forehead, blue eyes,
with a beardless and rather innocent face,
His eye is the Jnly attractive feature ;itis
quick and penetrating. The young man
arrested as an accomplice is a Swede named
Randell, who worked on the Grenville
canal works. He is quite communigative,
and it is evident that he had no connection
with the crime, but merely met Mann by

FIRES,
The Montreal Rolling Mills Destroyed—
Leoss $30,000.

MONTREAL, Jan 4—A destructive fire
broke out this atternoon in the Montreal
rolling mills at Ste Cunegonde oatside the
city, and resulted in their being reduced to
ashes. The mills were not running at the
time aud there were no fires in the furnaces,
The building, which had only been com-
pleted last year, was undergoing repairs
and lots of rubbish had been left lying
about in corners, It was the opinion of
some that che fire resulted from spontane-
ous combustion. In & short time half a
dozen streams were playing on the flames
and firemen struggling desperately to
prevent the conflagration spreading. The
main building, 100 square feet, wasdestroyed,
A shed containing 2000 tons of coal caught
fire at one end and sent dense volumes of
black smoke into the air. The firemen by
pouring continuous streams on to the
smoky pile managed to keep the flames
from lprndm%. After about two hours
hard work the firemen succeeded in extin-
guishing the flames, except the coal which
continues to smoulder. The buildings are
entirely gone but the machinery, it is
thought, is only partially injured. ~ Loss is
expected to be fully covered by $30,000,

Stove-Mounters Strike.

HaMIUTON, Jan 4 —The stove-mounters
employed at Messrs E & C Gurney’s estab-
lishmeut struck to-day. Some days ago it
was intimated to five of the men engaged in
the stove-mounting department that it was
the intention of the proprietors to reduce
their wages 10 per cent. ~ After a conference
with Mr Tilden on the subject, in which
the workmen stated that it would be
impossible for them, in the present state of
the provision market, to work for less than
they had been receiving, all the mounters
decided to quit. A representative of the
Times called at Messrs E & (¢ Gurney’s and
made enquiries concerning the matter, Mr
Tilden states that the firm did not feel
that in justice to themselves they could
continue to pay high prices for labor until
they could satisfy themselves as to prices
of goods for which sale will not commence
until September or October next. The
monnters, he says, were given an advance
when they asked for it on the 5th of last
May.
