ingly interesting sights furnished by this
\ever-chauging » panorama of fascinating

is. too common to be worth the least attep-
tion, - ‘ g

These great birds look tnuch like eagles,
of which they are a type. They are typical |
citizens. Many of them race in with the
suburban trains in the morning, and out
ugain to the wooded shorelands at night.
They seem to like the din and roar of city
life. ~Daily they pursue their trackless
path deep into the city’s héart, and not un-
frequently sound forth their satisfaction at
what they see from its business housetops.

Tliese great, eagle-like birds are devoted
workers for Toronto, workers for the hap-
piness of Toronto people. Their wings
measure nearly three feet rom tip to tip,
and their power both to soar and poise in
the teeth of the angriest gale is a marvel.

As arule they are jolly, active sort of
tellows, with a good, sound classical educa-
tion. . They spend most of their time run-
ning from one place to another. They be-
long neither te their family nor to their
[riends, not even to themselves ; they be-
long to the public. They" must know all
ihat takes place during the day and some-
times. what does not take place ; otherwise
they are dishonored. Their duties are maul-
litarious, and unlike those of the reporter
of this country, who, when sent to write up
the unveiling of a monument, a railway ac-
cident, or some other important event, will
on no account deviate from the matter in
tand. ‘For example, if one of them be on
his way to the Prefecture of Policz to con-
sult the statistics of mad-dogs and people
bitten, and hears of an explosion & mile off,
he must betake himself to the latter spot
immediately, and should he perceive flames
bufsting from some other building on his
road he is supposed to stop and see how
many lives have been lost or what damage
has been done. :

A reporter is naturally expected to risk
his life in every brawlor demonstration,
and to fear nothing. He must push his way
{nto everything, and especially when admit-
tance is denied the public. In a ‘word, he
is supposed to see about three-quarters of
a1l the events of the city and to foresee the
remaining quarter. Oné must be at ‘the
depots ‘when the express trains steam - in
from Calais or Boulogne, Brussels or Co-
logne ; anothier must consult the hotel regis-
ters, and a third the box-office diagrams in
the theatrts.

Not only are ques-
tions asked and replies made, but points of
general interest are discussed between the
interviewe and the interviewer. In Paris
s journalist of the section in hand, a jour-
nalist of any standing, is supposed. to know
everybody—everybody Parisian. Therefore
when a leading daily sends cne of its staff
to see the Duke d”Aumale, Ernest Renan,
or M. Pasteur it is more than probable that
he will be already well acquainted with his
prey. It is ajwell-known fact that Pari-
sians do not, and it seems as if they never
will, care about reading & column or half a
column on a stranger. Above all things
what interests a Parisian is Parisianism.
Nevertheless, whenever s great author, art-
ist, scientist, or statesman does arrive in
the city he is met by journalists of talent,
men enlightened in the works of authors

Many people appear to think that there
is_ something small and stingy about this
saving, but they mistake. If we but stop
to consider the matter rightly, we shall see
the error which we have fallen into, Every
large number is made up of the. little
“ones.” . Then  why throw away one,
whether & potato, ascrap of meat ora hand-
ful of crumbs?

There is o vast difference in the signi-
ficance of the words niug{o and saving.
Stinginess is a mean disposition to-hoard up
what we actually need to use, while saving
is merely a disposition to keep for future
use what we do not need for immediate use.

the surging waters upon which it floats, is
something past all finding out. Of course
no one presumes for a moment that the gull
does any mental figuring on these points;
not. one-thousandth part the calculating
that a man would do when about to swim a |
narrow, swift-flowing stream and makea
certain point. on the opposite side. And
yet the feat performed by the gull is prob-
ably a thousand times more wonderful than
that of the man. who swims a swift current
according” to his calculations. Why the
fierce hurricane that wrecks man’s stanch-
est monarch of the sea, and piles the
waters mountains high, proves a motionless
bed of ease to these winged creatures of the
air, is something as inscrutable as the torce
of gravitation.

’fbe curious may wonder why the gulls
do not wait until their favorite food has
been thrown up on the beach, @nd then
take it with seemingly less to them-
selves, Well, the reason is that unlike
many people the lake gull never loses any
time waiting for ‘‘a ship” that may never
land. Its knowledge of wind and water
tells us its food may be washed to within a
| rod of shore, then the storm which brought

it may go down, leave it there, and another
storm spring up from inland and wash it
away again. When dead fisir are not plenti-
ful the menu of the gull is made up of
| refuse matter generally, which is flung up
by the waves, as well as various marine
creatures left upon the sands when the
storm has abated. When the elements
have proven negligent in its behalf,
this bird resorts to incursions inland.
At such times the more distinguish-
ing - traits of his honorable and fearless
aneestry assert themselves.
