Emperor Willlam Narrowly Escapes
Serious Injury.

BeruiN, Sept. 19.—Emperor William
was thrown from his horse during the man-
euvres near Anklam on Sntntdci and
narrowly escaped being crushed by the
horse. The Emperor' was accompanied by
his war minister and by several members
of the grand genmeral staff. He was rid.
ing at a gallop through & field covered

th high grass, endeavoring to keep in
view a cavalry charge some distance ahead.
With his well arm he held s field glass,
while his other arm rested helplessly on the
saddle. His horse stumbled on the edge of
a ditch, concealed by the grass, and
before the -Emperor ecould grasp the
reins bowled over.

The Emperor rose,
hing, before the members of his staff
could d ot to help him. His coat was
rent and his uniform was stained, but he
bad neither bruise nor scratch. He ridi-
culed the anxiety of his staff and refused to
take any one of the proffered horses. When
his own had been caught he mounted and
proceeded to discharge bis duty as one of
the umpires. i

REIGN 0¥ TERROR IN SICILX.

The 1signd Overrun by Murderous Bri-
gands,

Loxpox, Sept. 19.—The British Consul
at Palermo, in his report to the Foreign
Office, gives startling details retgurding
brigandage. The whole Island of Bicily,
he says, is infested with bands of robbers,
who capture large landed proprietors and
rich merchants, and hide them in caves in
the mountains until they are ransomed.
Farmers are plundered of horses and cattle,
while peasants who are suspected of bein
informers are persecuted, tortured an
murdered outright. Great land-owners
living within four hours of Palermo are
afraid to remain on their estates unless
they are lnn'qundod by private mounted

guards.

The band led by a brigand named Sam-
auw is the most terrible of all the numerous
bands in the island, The outrages perpe-
trated by them call for speedy vengeance,
and their immunity from punishment is
due entirely to the supineness of the Gov-
ernment, This band bas committed man
murders characterized by the greatest
cruelty. Even children have not escaped

1 | the members of this gang of thieves and

murderers. They have beheaded little
boys and girls, cut their bodies in hdlyes
and then thrown the mutilated remains
about the country for dogs and hogs to eat.

Many land owners who have incarred
the enmity of the brigands have been
treach ly i , . while others
who have fallen into their.hands have been
condemned to death by slow torture.

The difficulty met with in trying to sup-
press these murderous bands, if any realfy
determined attempt-is ever made, is due
to the fact that a large number of the
people supply the brigands with sup lies
at high pricesand are therefore unwillin
to give any information that would le
to their capture. In other cases where the
peasants might give information they are
terrified by the threats of vengeance made
by the brigands themselves and their
friends, and oonuq;entl when they are
questioned they declare they know nothing
about the bands of robbers who are devas-
tating the country, Bome time ago the
American consul at Palermo madea report
similar to the above to the State Depart-
ment at Washington.

STREADMANS BLAYER COONVIOTED,

Buck, the Moncton Murderer, Will Be
Hung.

DorcuesTER, N.B., Sept. 18.—Last night
completed one of the most sensational
murder-trials ever known in this province.
This was the trial of the man known as
Buck for the murder of Policeman Stead-
man at Moncton some weeks ago. It will
be remembered that two men, known as
Buck and Jim, were su to havé
stolen some money at Chatham. They
were traced to a place of resort at Mone,
ton. When the house was surrounded
by police and sn entrance effected, the
accused men ran out the back door, which
Officer Steadman had been set to guard,
The officer attempted to stop Buck and
succeeded, but in the melee was shot several
times and died with his . prisoner in his

rasp. Buck was kept in custody, and
im was afterwards cleverly caught in Kent
County by Carroll of Pictou. The two
were sent up for trial separately. Lawyer
Grant of Moncton was retained for the de-
fence of Buock, and tpe trial began Wednes-

Y | day. It occupied four days and the case

was given to the jury on Saturday night.
The jury found Buck guilty of murder in
the first degree. Jim is not charged with
murder, but with shooting with intent to
kill. His trial will begin on Monday.

Upnising of Negroes,

Lirrie Rock, Ark., Sept. 19.—Adyices
have just reached here from Calhoun
County thay there is a general uprising of
negroes in Campagnolles Township. The
negroes are dissatisfied with the new
election law and have threatened to
annihilate every white man, woman and
child in the township. Capt. James,
an old and respected citizen, went to a
meeting of the blacks Saturday evening and
tried to pacify them and a general fight en-
sued. Captsin James was shot in tge leg,
four negroes killed and several were wound-
ed. More trouble is looked for, as the
blacks are desperate and in the hands of

bad men.

Depression at Glasgow,

Grascow, Sept. 19.—There is great de-
pression in the s ip-building trade of the
Clyde. Only one-third of the berths are
occupied and there is a total absence of
pew orders. Fifteen thousand hands who
had been employed in various capacities
are idle and most of thoss still at work are
on short time. Many of the workmen are
going to Belfast or to shipbuildipg or
manufacturing towns in the north of %ﬂng-
land.
