rise to considerable discussion and'opposi-

‘then put to the meeting. It claimed that
the business. referred to was not by any
- means as dangerous or unpleasant.in its pa-
ture as some of the speakers would have us
believe, but bad been the means of provid-
ing employment to a large number of em-
ployes for-the past 12'or 13 years, whose
means of living had now suddenly been cut
off by thelate disastrous fire; it - was in
every way desirable that the said factory
. should be at once rebuilt in a solid
and safe manner, in strict accordance with
the city bylaws relating to ‘such matsers,
thus providing employment to at least 60
or 70 persons, some of whom had families
depending upon them for their bread. And
would you believe it, sir, this. motion ‘was
discussed for nearly an hour, and after two
or three of its friends had left the room in
