A Circular has been published in the Que- 

bec papers, addressed to the Collector of 

Customs, of that Port, by the Commissioner 
of Customs, intimating that—“His Excellen- 
cy the Governor General in Council, has 
been pleased to direct that the Free Naviga- 
tion of the River St. Lawrence be extended 
to vessels of the United States, pending the 
action of the Imperial and Provincial Legis- 
latures on the subject "

This appears to be taking time by the fore- 
lock with a vengeance—anticipating mea- 
sures Where is "Responsible Government 
now ?—Is this the way to "carry out the well 
understood wishes of the people as expressed 
through their Representatives ?" How long 
are Colonists to be governed without having 
any voice in the management of their affairs!

Is it not a patent fact that in 
every treaty made between Great Britain and 
the United States, the latter country has had 
the advantage ! in truth they have circum- 
vented us in every arrangement down to the 
Ashburton treaty. Much as we desire pro- 
gress, and believe the free navigation of the 
St. Lawrence, to be an important and bene- 
ficial measure to Canada,—still we dislike 
the mode of bringing it about.

Arrival of the “Niagara.” 
SEVEN DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE

Important Battle—Defeat of the Turks.
The Steamship Niagara arrived at Halifax 

on the 12th instant, with Liverpool dates to 
the 2nd.

The wheat crop is 
pronounced a fair average crop, though some- 
what affected by rust ; the cat crop is said 
to be far above the average; barley luxuri- 
ant ; turnips and other root crops, potatoes, 
excepted, never more flourishing

at Jassa, Sept. 2nd. Head Quarters were at 
Berlad, Aug 24th. A force still holds Ga 
latz. •
