He was in
every sense a selfimade man; bora in
Methuen, Mass, , in 1812, of parents not
blest with much of this world's goods.
He was at the age of 8 years forced to earn
his own living, at 22 he was at work on &
farm as a common laborer at $6 a month,
at 23 he went to learn the shoemaker's
trade, at 26 he owned - a small farm on
which he worked until he was 36 The
accident of baving to take a pair of oxen
for a debt at a time of year when it was
out of the question to dispose of them to
advantage, led to Mr. Bodwell's connec-
tion with the granite business, that made
his fortune, He began to haul stone from
the quarries with this yoke of cattle, driv-
ing them himself and loadiog the stone
into vessels for New York and elsewhere,
four years later be opened a quarry at the
mouth of Penobscot Bay, with scant
capital. To this he added, until in 1866
be moved to dallowell aud orzanized the
now fameus Bodwell Granite Co. He took
a leading part ina numerous othor enter-
prises, but he was always a farmer and his
career is romarkabld as a stock raiser.

Rallway Horror Near Caraguet New
& Brunswick.

S, Jonn, Drc. 18.—On Saturday Iﬂ’
noon, while a trein which left Caraguet
at 2 o'cloek for Bathurst was approaching
McIntosh's Cove Bridge, three miles west
of the Caraquet, the train men noticed a

bridge. Tt was decided to detach the ens
gine and snow plow from the rest of the
train, cross the bridge and remove the
dritt. The passenger cars were cut oft and
the engine and plough set out on their
mission, There were thirteen souls on
board all told, ouly one passenger being
among the lot, As the drift was a large
one, a full head of steam was put on and
the engine made a dash for it., When
about half way across the bridge the plough
suddenly leaped trom the track ard fell
over into the river, dragging the engine
and its human freight with it. As quickly
as possible messengers were sent to the
village for help, and the intelligence of
the occurénce was wired to Bathurst, forty
miles distant. Five men were rescued
alive, but the other eight, who were pinned
beneath the locomotive, were drowned.
Removiog the bodies from the river was
not completed till ten o'clock this morn-
ing, when the last body was recovered.
The wailing and lamentations of the be-
reaved ones were most agonizing, and
there was scarcely a dry eye in all the
crowd .

InporTaANT INsURANOE Dsomsion.— The

decision of Judge Taschereau, at Ottawa,
in the case of Penball vs, the London and
Lancashire Insurance company, is attract-
ing considerable attention both among
policy holders and ‘' insurance companies,
This action was brought by the mother of
the insured, her deceased son, to recover
the amount of a policy on his life, Intbe
proposal for insurance the deceased -de-
clared that he wished the policy made pay-
able to his mother. The policy, bowever,
was made payable to his legal representa~
tives, and after his death the amount was
pald over to his wife, his universal legatee.
Hence the action, it being claimed that
the proposal is the basis of all insurance,
In rendering judgment the court held
that, although the proposal is the basis ot
assurance, still, like all other contracts,
assurance is liable to modifications, and
the fact that the assured accepted the
policy as made out, and paid the preminm
thereon during eight years without recrim-
ination, established a legal presumption
that it was oot contrary to the wishes of
the assured, in view of which facts the
action was dismiseed.
Chicago, Ill., Nov, 30.—A Daily News
special from Toledo, O., says : A gigantic
scheme of the Standard Uil Compauy, in-
volving millions of dollars, bas just been
unearthed bere. Is i8 nothing more or
less than a grand trunk pipe line from
Chicago to New York by way of the Ohio
& Pennsylvauia oil fields. The pipe line,
when completed, will be nearly 1000
miles long and will cost at least $5,000,~
000. It will connect the Ohlo and Pen-
nsylvanian fields, and oil can be piped
eastward or wostward as desired, The
Stavdard company has already commenced
to lease the right of way through Ohio
aud Indiana, The best oil lands have
been secured, and the intention is to
develop and test all the country between
