If it will take every 
dollar’s worth of gold in the country to pay 
one-tenth of these obligations, the question 
of where the gold will come from to pay the 
other nine-tenths, would seem to be rather 
a difficult one to solve. Senator Sherman, 
who is one of the ablest financiers in the 
country, claims that the recent financial 
crisis has been mainly caused by British 
capitalists calling in their money invested in 
American securities of various kinds, which 
course was rendered necessary by the im­
mense losses these capitalists had sustained 
in Australia and the Argentine republic. 
This is, doubtless, one of the causes of the 
exportation of gold from New York to Lon­
don, which went on all last winter and early 
spring. Joined to it is the general distrust 
of American securities felt by foreign inves­
tors, in consequence of the silver question. 
While John Bull was investing his money 
freely in western mortgages, and in this 
way helping to create booms, he was voted 
the prince of good fellows, and the represen­
tatives of English capitalists were treated 
like lords. Now that the old gentleman has 
become a little uneasy about his securities 
and wants his money back, nothing that can 
be said about him out there is bad enough. 
There is just now throughout the silver 
states a feeling of intense animosity against 
everything English. There John Bull is 
now a Shy’ock and a vampire, and Cleve­
land and his cabinet are his humble slaves, 
—all of which appears very unreasonable 
and exceedingly childish.

, —Now that the season of fruit-gathering
has arrived we trust that our growers will 
exercise that great care in packing which is 
necessary in order to secure the best results 
in the markets. In years past a good deal 
of discredit has been cast upon the reputa­
tion of our apple-growers as a whole, by the 
fraudulent practices of the few. 
stories, it is true, have been largely magni­
fied in going thd rounds pf the press. Never­
theless, there have been sufficient grounds for 
them in certain instances to do our fruit­
growers an injury. If the man who puts 
good frxit in the ends of the barrel and trash 
in the middle injured only himself by so 
doing, it would make but little difference. 
In a short time he establishes a reputation 
for himself, and local buyers are careful to 
avoid him after being once caught. But a 
few barrels of this character are sufficient to 
cast discredit upon a larger quantity, and 
by the time the story of a half dozen barrels 
so packed has gone thé rounds of the press 
it has served to injure the reputation of our 
fruit as a whole. It is surely very short­
sighted and very foolish, not to mention the 
morality of the act, to brand a barrel of fruit 
as number one or two which is fraudulently 
packed. That is being a penny wise and a 
pound foolish with a vengeance, as in the 
end it causes the grower infinitely more loss 
than gain.

Upon the whole, however, we believe that 
the greater part of the fruit raised in this 
valley is honestly and carefully packed, 
while the instances in which this is not the 
case are yearly becoming scarcer. Not only 
so, but our farmers arc each year becoming 
more alive to the necessity of raising only 
the best varieties. In excellence of flavor 
and long-keeping Qualities the fruit of this 
province has no superior on the globe, and it 
is upon these two qualities mere than any­
thing else that our farmers will in the future 
have to depend for their market. The de­
mand for fruit of this kind is likely to keep 
pace with the increase in quantity year by 
year. It does not pay to raise a poor var­
iety of fruit, and trees of this kind should be 
grafted. Neither is it profitable to attempt 
to cultivate more trees than can be taken 
good care of. A moderately sized orchard, 
well tilled and cared for, will produce better 
results year by year than a larger acreage of 
trees with less care and attention. The 
fruit-growing industry of this valley is cap­
able of being developed manifold; but to be 
successful in the highest degree in producing 
the very best results from the capital and 
labor invested, fruit-growing requires as 
great an amount of scientific knowledge and 
intelligence as any other profession or call­
ing. Above everything else, fruit sent to 
market should be carefully and honestly 
packed.

Poultry, Butter and Eggs. m—The temperance people of Ontario are 
organizing for the approaching plebiscite 
upon the question of prohibition, which was 
authorized at the last session of the legisla­
ture of that province. In view of the fact 
that neither the government of Mr. Mowatt* 
through whose instrumentality the plebiscite 
is to be taken, nor the legislature of Ontario 
has the power to pass a prohibitory law, the 
efforts the friends of prohibition are now 
putting forth, look a good deal like wasted 
energy. What in the world is the use of 
Mr. Mo watt asking -the people of Ontario 
whether or not they want a prohibitory 
liquor law, when he knows very well that 
he has not the power to give them such a 
law, should they so desire it. The Manitoba 
government took a plebiscite upon the ques­
tion at the time of the last local election; and 
although a large majority decided in favor 
of such a measure the subject has scarcely 
been mentioned since.

Some two years ago, the Dominion Parlia­
ment authorized the appointment of a com­
mission to fully consider the question of pro­
hibition in all its bearings and procure all 
the information possible bearing upon it. 
This commission is, we believe, fairly repre­
sentative of the various interests of the coun­
try, and its report when made, should be 
received with a good deal of confidence. As 
it has cost the dominion uryery large amount 
of money in gathering evidence, it would 
appear to lie no more than reasonable and 
business-like to await its report before taking 
any further action in the direction of prohibi­
tion. If parliaments had to legislate for tem­
perance people only, this question of prohibi­
tion would be a very simple one to deal with; 
there are ether people and other interests to 
be considered, which complicates the ques­
tion, and makes it a very difficult one for 
politicians to handle. The government or 
party which legislates too far in advance of 
public sentiment on this question is generally 
apt to find itself in a minority after the next 
election. Then a new set of men come in, 
reverse what has been done, and the reaction 
which follows sets back the cause a quarter 
of a century or so. The prohibitory liquor 
law passed in New Brunswick some forty or 
fifty years ago to a pretty good evidence of 
this fact. In dealing with all such questions 
as these it to well to make haste slowly.
