The missionary corference at Philadelphia,
representing a church membership of 20,000,
000, has called upon President Roosevelt ‘and
King Edwand ¢o interpose in the affairs of
the Congo Free State, to the end that cruel-
ties there practiced may be brought to an
end.

The foreign mission boards of the United
States and Canada, at their thirteenth annual
conference was discussed plans for a world-
wide evangeliation campaign. The conference
was composed of ministers and laymen of
nearly all Protestant denominations.

Dr. Wilfrid T. Grenfell, whose beneficent
work in Labrador and the morthern peninsula
of Newfoundland has awakened widespread in-
terest, is spending a few months in the United
States.
