The famous cathedral of Cologne
m Genmany which has occupied 630

vears in building, was tinished on Satur”

day, 21st, the last stone bemyg inserted in
the second tower.  This magniticent
structire was begun in the year 1230 as
4 Catholie edifice, and., though many
rhanges have since occurred, a deserip-
tion of the vast building will bhe interest-
ing. It is the largest example of gothie
architecture in the world, and, unlike
most of the finest old cathedrals, its
plans were designed with mathematical
exactness.  This has detracted somewhat
from its artistic merit, and it is inferior
to some of the French cathedrals, such
as Rheims, the genius of the architects
in the latter cases having had freer scope.
The Cologne cathedral is a glorious pile,
however, and it_towers like a mountain
aboic the city in the piain when seen
from a distance. It is 511 feet long and
231 feet in Lreadth, and its twin towers
are 511 feet high, exactly the same as its
length.  Up to 1830 it remained in the
same state as in the middle ages, only the
great choir and a portion of the towers
having been built, the entire main part of
the structure, the nave, transept and the

found in the dusty archives of the cathed-
ral, giving every detail of its construction,
