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wholo we had cause for rejoicing. Lot us go on,
looking fot His blesxing, #o sball tho works of the
Lord prosper in our kands, and God, oven our God,
will givo us Hie blessing. Tho DPastoral, in the
namo of tho Bishops, gave an affectionate farowell
to ths Convention, and should they not mest agsin
in Conveation on carth, cxpressod & hopo that thoy
might meet at Hiv right hand in glory and bonour,
and givo praire to Hira that sitteth oa tho throne,
and to tho Lamb for over and ever."

At tho conolusion of the reading of the "Pastoral
Address, the Gloria tn Excelcis was sung by tho
congregation. Appropriate  Collects were said by
the Dishop of Vermont, after which ho J)ronouucod
\be Benediction, and the Bishops rotired.

On motion of Rev. Ur. F. Vinton, the Scerctary
was instructed to have printed 6,000 copics of the
Pastoral Letter, and distribute them at his disore.
tion.

Tho Sceretary read tho Minutos of to-day’s proa
ceedings, which wero upproved.

The President (Rov. Dr. Oreighton) addressed
the members of tho Houso of Glerical and Lay Dop-
uties in the following language :

1 ehould Le unjust to my awn feclings, as well os
to ¢ho kindness of the Houte, did I omit to oxpress
leartfelt gratitudo for tho kind terms in which my
conduet whilo in tho ehair has been noticed.  From
a body like this, respectablo, dignified, and intelligent,
guch notice is not merely complimentary—it is flat-
tering. I claim credit only for a sincoro dosiro ond
carnest endeavour to dischargo tho duties of tho
office with impartiality and fidelity—all beyond must
be ascribed to your indulgent and partial apprecia-
tion of my sarvicos. It affords e unfeigned satis-
faction that I can again congratulate the Houso on
tho happy and harmonious termination of our Jabours.
Tho good order, good tomper, and kind forbosrance
cxhibited—the wiso avoidance of all aﬁiwing and
imritating questions—and tho eminent ability shown
both in the proparation of business by your commit-
tees, aud the cloguent debates on tho subjects pros
sented—place the Church which we love in an’ otti-
tude before the world which must command its res-
pect and admiration, proving to the satisfaction of
overy candid mind that it is possible for a roligious
body, the members of which are drawn from every
quarter of our wide spread country to meet and dis-
cuss quostibns ofvtha most delicate and interesting
kiod, with an carpestness and 2 firmness becoming
theiv importance ; snd {et separate, not only with
the accemiy of good will on their lips, but with the

sentiments of Christianity and lovo in their hearts. |

* Not unto us, O Lord, not unto us, but unto Thy
name be the praise.”” In taking leave of the mem-
bers of the House, somo of whom, in tho all-wise
providence of God, I may see no more, I tender io
them my veryg sincors wishes for their welfuro hore
and bereafter.

The Houso adjourned sine die.

FCOIRTY FCR PROMOTING CHRISTIAN KXCWLEDGE.

Extracts from Proceedings of the Meeting, Ocl. 7.

Aletter was read from the Lord Bishop of Cape-
town, dated Bishop’s Court, Capetown, Juue 18, 1856.
The following is an extrast :—

& (n Taesday moming we proceeded to Malmos-
bury, and from theta to the missionary farm whish 1
have bought, and wbich lies about three miles from
the villsge. Tbe chief object of my visit wasto fix
with the pople the torms upon whick they were to
purchase their respectiva shares in the farm, and the
tules for ths government of the institution. This (arm
consists of about 2700 acres of land, It hias cost me
altopetlier near £9Q0, thers being & mortgage of £55¢
uponit. Jtismy intention to sell it pircemeal tothe
coloured peaple. With & view to this, perhaps 320
or 130 pardens will be sold at £2 10 csch, Each
proprieior, in addition 1o ks garden-land, will bave
tha right of grezing & certan numberof bovses, oxen,
sheep, goats, and of ploupling s cestaly nomber of
acres. Thoy are fo pay £2 & year towards the tapi-
tal, and ten per cent. interest on the porchsse monoy
tilitisall psid. Two of their number alucicd by
themmlyes (in fact, their churchwardens) ato to leave
with mysell and another gentleman the management
of all monier paid by them. When there is safficient
in hand for tke redemption of the farm, and the pay-
mant of surveying espenses, it is to ba mads over to
them. Seventy clght gardens bava alraady beensold,

For the first three years they are 0 pay nothing toe
wards the support of their teachers, agin addition to
their largo paycsnts they have thair houses to butld
and land to fence in.s I hope that great good will arise
in this country from tho extension of this syetem, if
we shall be able to carry it out upon a Jarge scale
but for this & command of capital is vequisite. It will
tand to give the colouted people aa interest in the soll,
to stimulate them to exertion, keep them from drink,
aud, I trust, in some degres elovalo them. Alded by
the ¢xcellent Civil Commissioner ol the district, Capt.
Rainior, we diucusred with tho people the rules of the
tnstitution 111l dark, and spent & very iutetecting dag.

“ On Wednesday morning wo returned to the in-
stitution, Tbis day began wuth the baptiim of eight
adulte and four infanty, in Dutch. 1 aftermarde ads
ministeted the Holy Communion to lorty, all of whom
seemed very devout. They sang thwir favourite hymns
vory beartily. ‘The service lasted two Lours, and
way (atiguing to me from my imperfust knowledgs of
tho Dutch language. Afior tho service was over, we
25;ain discussed the tamporal concerns of the institu.
tion. They sgrsed unanimously to the regulatious
which 1 proposed to them, any, 1 think, seemed to
have petfect confidence in ut. I was very much
plessed altogethor with the proaress made, and the
prospect of our being useful to these poor poople.~—
After swallowing a basty dinaer, wo proceeded to the
Coort house, where Capt. X. holds service every
Sunday, and where he had arranged for we to have
ovening prayer and scrmon. It was crowded to excen
by Dutch, English, and coloured people. About
thirty wete standing round the door. I preached on
the words ¢ Como unto me,” &o.

The Lord Bisbop of Torento, in a letter dated Toron-
10, July 26; 1858, \vr.oto ar follo:vo HES

With reference to the projected subdivision of the
diozese of Toronto, his dordstip said,—

% In consequence of your suggestion, I caclose a map
of the diocess and a statistical table, by which &t will
appear that the duvisian is wonderfully equal, and alti-
matoly the arrears, wealth and population will approach
a3 noar toan equality as is perhaps posible from the
diffsrent quality of their soile.

The Socretarios informed the Meeting, that soms fur-
ther particulars had been requested of the Bishop, and
that the subject would require further consideration.

The following letter from Captain Omwaney, RN,
dated July 24, 1856, wae read :—

Daux proicge, poar Erasmus Xork Kallibirus, io whose
welfara you took so deep and kind an interest. I hsva
just received th- information from one of his fellow
studentts st the College, St John’s, Newfoundiand,
whero he dind after a (ew days’ $liness of a cold caught
from bathing, but the langs wera {ound to be in a dis-
eased condition. He expresied himself ia grateful
terms of the great*kindness which he received from
all bis friends ia England. e certainly was a most
amisble cnd doeils creatoro, and X had hoped that if
bus Iifs had been prolonged, his good example amanget
the beatben in Labrador would bave tbrought forth
good fruit”  Tshall always remember the Saciety’s
kindness towards hit1.” .

The young ladies wero in-
tending to enter {nto service, winle their brother
hoped to be able to procure a situstion as coach or

bread, than my unfortunate ancestors bhave been in
Ireland for a2es—Vborrowing moncy and liviag yearsin
advance of their jngomee. Xencoursged the young
goan in bis detormination.
