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tion, by Jesus Christ, I must not consider where
1 shall havoe a vessel to carry it home, where T shall
bave faith to receive it ; but it corries the vessel
with it, and I go and take the promiso ; and by
tho Holy Spirit that same gospel that brought tho
araco will work fuith, or elso it were as barsh as
tho law. "Therefore, never stand off about faith ;
for ho that gives graco and salvation will work faith.
(Eph. ii. 8.)

T'his, then, is the door of the gospel, the very en-
trance into the Christian religion, the first stone in
tho Christian buildin,. There is a kind of devo-
tion and profession ; but it is not built according to
tho pospel. If you would walk according to the
gospel, learn this lesson first, that God gives life
and salvation through Christ to sinners as sinners.
Though they be hard-hearted, backsliding, the
chiof of sinners, yet, so long as they bo sinners,
and but sinnera, they may always look upon Jesus
Christ, and salvation n his hand ready to be be-
stowed upon them.  This is a truth that thou must
Joarn, and be taught ot God, or else thou canst ot
go ono step in the professior of the gospel ; for,
beloved, till you know and Icarn this, you will bo
like men in the dark, you will be groping .for
Christ Jesus, but you will never be grafted into
him, you will never be koit to Christ.

Poor
boy! be hal a igh comnussion to fudii before death
r leased bim from lis sufferinus.

On the filth day he was discovered, and dragged
by the brutal Sepoys belore one of ther leaders to
have the little lite left in bim extinguished  There be
found auother preoner, a Christian catechid, former-
1y a Mabometan, whom the Sepoys were endeavouring
to torment and lerr.fy into a recantation.

The firmness of the native was giving way as he
krelt amid bis peroecutore, wich no human sympatby
to sapport bim. The boy oflicer, aficr anxisualy
surseying lum tor a cbort time, cried out, * Ob, my
fr.end, come what may, do not deny the Lord Jesus !’

Just at this moment the alarm of a sudden attack
by the gallant Colunet Neile with bis Madras Fusibers
caused the instant flight of the snurdcrous fanatics.

At Timbalpore, the 815t (Native), the 40th Foot,
and the 8d irregular Cavalry, under Natives only, at-
tacked on tho 7th Aug. the mutincers, consisting of
the 42d Native Infantry and 8d Irregular Cavalry, and
completeiy routed them.

Pata.—We learn that a plot has been discovared,
and that amnongst the conspirators wero the son of the
well known Amar Cundfya. and Molvia Ally Kureem,
who were arrested. A plot basalso been discovered
at Benares.

It was reported tbat Agra had fallen into the bands
of the rehels.

Gen. Ilavelock's forcos, after re-occupying Cawn-
pore. findihg Bithoor evacuated, burnt it to the eround.
On the 29th and 30th Julv they found the rebels at
Bithooral-Ganpe, sbout eight miles from Cawnpore,
10,000 strong, whom they defeated with the loss of 15
puns; they expected to reach Lucknow tbo next
dayv.

In the despatch raceived by the Times from its cor-
respondent, it is said that Gen. Havelock, leaving
Col. Neil at Cawnpore, was marching en Lucknow,
thence 1o proceed to Delhi; also, that Brigadier Nich-
olson’s column and Van Courtland’s were marching
on Delhi.

« Sir Colin Campbell assumes the command of ths
Indian army.

*¢ Hor Majosty’s 380 Regiment has arrived from the

« The 7th, 8th, and 40tb Regiments, which matinied
at Dinapore on the 23rd July, threatened Benares.

¢ The 12th Irrezular Cavalry, which mutinied at
the rame station, murdered their commanding officer.
Major Holmes, and his wile.

« The 25th Bengal Native Infantry, mulinied at
Meanmeer, the 30th July, and murdered their com-
manding officer. Major Spencer.”

Naua Sabib, after destroying his family, commited
suicide. .

GENERAL HAVKLOCK'S OPERATIONS.

Frightful Massacre of Luropcuns at Cawnpore~—
General Havelock's force for the re-occupation ¢f
Cawop re bad in cight days marched 126 miles, fought
four actions with Nena Sabit’s army against over-
whelming adds in point of numbers, and had taken 20
cuns of hgbt calibre, and tbat too, in the month of
July in India.

On the morning of the 17th July the force marched
into Cawnpore. ‘The soul harrowing spectaczle 1hat
then presented itself to thew beggars deseripon. A
wholesale massacre had been perpetrated by the fiend
Nena Sabib.  Eight officerr and uinety men of H. M.
84th Regiment, seventy ladies and one hundred and
tweaty-tour children of 11. M. 524 foot,and the whole
Europesn and Chitstian population of the place, in-
cluding civilians, merchants, penrioners, and their fa-
milics, to the number of four bundred persons, were
the victims of this Satan. Ve court yard in front of
the Assembly Rooms, in which Nena Sabib had fixed
his head quar‘ers, and in which the women bad been
imprisoned, was swimming in blcod. A large number
of women and children, who had been spared capito-
lation for a worse fate than instant death, had oeen
barbiarously slaughtered the previous morningj; the
former having been stripped naked and then br.
headed, and thrown into a well; the latier baving
been hurled down alive upon their butchered morb-
ers, whose blood rerked vpon their mangled bodies—
Only four escaped—the wife of a dierchant and thres
otbers. The diary of alady is said to have been found
at Cawnpore, written the day ou which ste was killed,
and containing information of grecat importance, on
which the General is acninp.
