Captain Boycott
isan Engllshman—~a needy adventarer—who
went to the West of Ireland twenty years ago
to improve his desperate fortunes. 1t is a
poor place to go for such a purpose, but so is
India a poor country, and yet many English-
men wring millions out of the natives.
Boycottis a man of n~1ve and courage, utterly
devoid cf feeling or bumanity, the very man
to make a good agent, and an agent Lord
Eme made bim— of his Mayo estates.
The Captain improved his position, rack-
rented some of the tepants, evicted otbers,
and cousolidated their farms into one, whick
he kept himself, and sacted in such a brutal
manner as to couse the tenants to * Boycott”
him. Orangemen from the North, com-
manded by the Earl of Erne's son, marched
to his rescue, surrounded by an army of horse,
foot and artillery. Tbe tenants in this crisis
showed their discipline, their union, their
strength and their patience; they did not fire
a shot, did not lift o finger, and yet they have
nchieved a famous victory. They have drawn
the eyos of the wholo world upon them and
their condition. They have pained the
sympathy of the police and the soldiers, of
the Liberal press, of the European people;
they have made the Orange fanutics, thick-
skinned and all as they are, blush for very
shame,and, in a word, they have put the thin
wedge in the revolution, «If it cost une
hundred thousand pounds sterling,” says fin-
aucial John Bull, #to have & farm protected,
how much will it cost to have a hundred
thonsand of them protected? The landlords
are very dear, good children, they are too
dear, and they must go; I am sorry for if,
bat they must go, the pet lamps are too dear.”
The public, the soldiers, the Orangemen, the
newspaper correspondents, that is to say, tne
whole world, now see the beauties of lund-
lordism, and they have condemned it. They
have eaid « cut it down, it has cumbered the
earth too long.” The Jingo papers will still,
of course, protest and find other names for the

LANDLORDISM AND I'TS FRIENDS.
Within the past week or so English Tory
opinion concerning the Land League ind its
doings has been censiderably modified, but
then even the Jingo papers could not keep
their voices pitched to such a screaming key
for any length of time. It would be too
much to expect, and, therefore, they have
come down a few octaves until Parnell shakes
another rod rag in front of them. To give
them nothing but their due, however, they
have some shame left in them, and they, be-
gides being tired shrieking, had the grace to
auccumb to the overwhelming force of public
opinion which formed around them. The
great literary periodicals, to which the deep-
est thickers in England are contributors,
came ont with srticles in favor of Land De-
form. The Portnightly Review, the Conlem.
poreryy the Nincteenth Century, and the sober,
senaible Statisr, all contained one or two arti-
cles each on the Irish Land Question, which
did not all correspond with the truculent
views of the landlords. They bave now
ceased to viiify Parnell, to manufacture
cutrages, to term the Xrish people s mnation of
assassins, and to call upon them to hold their
peace or fight for the land they want so
much. 1t has heen hinted to those hercic
Jjournala that the less they said about murders
and countrages in Ireland the better, until a
reform were.effected in bappy England, which
wonld provent the murder of threo men,
three women and four children, not to count
the mumber of dead infants found on the
streets by the police, in one weels. Another
cauge of Lheir change of conduct ¥ the pro-
nouncemant of the Irish Bishops at Rome,
which endorges the Land League. However
those London journals may view the relig
ionof the Irish hierarchy. they know that they
are ome of the most conservative bodies in the
‘world, and that it would not be without over-
whelming reasons they would conntenance, io
theslightest degree, such revolutionary move-
mexnd as Parnell and his associates are trying
to tring about. For there can be no mistake
.aboudit—the Land Hovement is a revolution.
Heretsfore the Irish hierarchy sternly set
thelr facee agalnst agitations 1ess revolotion~
&ary than the land agitators contemplate.
But why? It certainly was not that they
loved the alliance of the Tory lords. The
Teason wasithat the movements were not na-
tionad.in-thetrue sense of the word. Not
that they hawe mot.always been advocates of
" the tebanv's. 1ights. . How could they be

looking corpse at that. Who will be sorry
forit? None.

At their meeting held on Wednesday night
the Young Irishmen's Literary and Beonefit
Society voted the sum of two hundred dollars

Need we say that this
action should be imitated by all the Irish
societies In Canada bhaving claim to a spark
of patriotism or love for the land of their
futhers, for we can almost hazard the state-
ment that not one out of every twenty of the
Young Irishmen ever saw the green hills of
Ireland. It 1s another proof, if any wero re-
quired, that love of Ireland is indostructible
in the breasts of her children, and not only
that, but of her children's children. The
reason of this singular feeling is because
Ireland is unfortunate and needs assistance.
If she were prosperous the descendants of
Irishmen would be proud of her, but they

would not Ilove her half as well
just as the soms of Englishmen
born herc in Capbnda care little

for the old country, simply because it does
not need their cdre. Naturalists, tells us
that when the progeny of the brute crention
arrive at a state in which they can-laok
after their own interests their mothers come
to view them as strangers, but if any accident
befall them which renders them unable to
look after themselves the maternal aftaction
returns and they minister to the wanis of
their offspring as before.

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ONTARIO AND 'QUEBEC.

The report comes from Ottawa that the
Honorable' R.. W. Scolt is to receive the ap-
pointment of Sheriff of Carleton County vice
Sheriff Powell removed. This appointment
rests with the Ontarlo Government, and
whether Mr. Scott receive the position or
not it must be admitted that the Ontario
Government is making an effort to prove
their impartiality in the matter of patronage.
Ontario is the most Protestant province in
Canada, and for a long time the Catholics re-
siding in it found it difficult encugh to ob_
tain justice at the hands of its Government.
As s general rule the colonies foilow the
example of the mother country, and copy
from its politics, literature and manners,
which is natural enough, though at times they
rise above the narrow prejudices and class de-
crees of old England and strike out for them-
selves, a8, for instance, in the adoption of the
ballot. We know that an invincible preju-
dice exists in Eogland and Scotland against
Catholics, and that it is impossible for oue of
that prescribed religion to enter Parlinment
for a DBritish constituency be he ever ao
wesnlthy or elequent. It is trne the Emanci-
pation Act qualified them for Parliament, but
acts of Purliament however potent as legisla-
tion cannot chavge the heart of man or
eradicate its prejudices. Until the appoint-
ment by Mr. Gladstone of Lords O’Bagan,
Ripon and Kenmare to high places under the
Crown, the Catholics were almost excluded
from important positions. And the preju-
dices extended to the colenies, especially to
Canada, where although one of them occa-
sionally held a pertfolio it was only at in.
tervals, Until of late, it has oftener been
the case that the Euglish-speaking Catholics,
notwithstanding their numbers in the
country had no representative in the Federal
Government. But this prejudice against
Catholics is not confined to Canada. We
have never yet seen « Catholic President ofthe
United States, and the late eiection for Mayor
of New York, when 40,000 Democrats
scratched Mr. Grace’s ticket because of hisre-
ligion, is enough {o convince us that tolera-
tion is but slowly extending itself. Dut to
1eturn to Ontario. Within the past few years
the Catholics of that Protestant province
have been very fairly dealt with considering
all the circumstances. Mr. T. McCrosson re-
ceived the appointment of Warden of the
Pentanguishene Penitentiary, Mr. J. D,
Merrick the Shrievalty of Russel and Pres-
cott Counties, Mr. W. H. Waller. the Regis-
trarship of Carlton County, and now it i3 re-
ported that tbe Hon. B, W. Scolt is to be
appointed Sheriff of the same county. As
regards the patronage at the disposal of the
Feuderal Government we are justified in com.
plainiog, and our justification would be all
the stror,ger if Sir John A. Macdonsld cculd
not point to Quebec and say: « Why there are
your own co-ralgionists, the French Cana.
dians who rule the province, what do they do

for you? Do they not carefully exclude you

from office? Can you name me two impor

tant positions they have allowed you to fill?
When death removed the Recorder of Mon-
treal, who was an English speaking Catholic,
did not my friend Mr. Chapleau put one of
his compatriots in his place? Why then do
you complain to me and say you are ex-
cluded from your proper share of office be-
cause you are Catholics. Berides, have I not
made the Hon. John O'Connor President of
the Council and Secretary of State ?”” Which
is all true. And so we are forced to the con-
clusion that the Province of Ontario, where
the Orangemen are so formidable, is more
liberal than the Province of Quebec, where
gocd and pious Catholics rule the roast. It
18 strange, but it is true. DBut the dominant
element in Quebec is not illiberal towards all.
It williogly gives the Anglo-Scotch element
a fnir share of what Is going, it elects them
to Parliament, it takes them into the Cabinet-
Perhaps it cannot aftord to be just to all
sections, and therefore excludes that which it
sees the Federal Government also excluding:
Nevertholess the English €atholic-speaking
element in the Province of Quebec is
too powerful to be despised. Its weak-
pess in ome respect is its stremgth in
another, It is 80 scattered through the
constitucncies s fo be unable to return
ropresentatives to the Legislature, but, on
the other hand, it can elect or deteat
any one party when united, as it will unite if
it onco realizes the exact situation. Weare
aware that our argument is open to serious
objection. It may be suid that place and
yower are contemptible things and degrade
those holding them, and that it is the English
Catholic element alone which c¢lamors fer
them, and this, in fact, is also true Nover-
theless we want our share of thadegradation ;
it is not patriotic in any one section to kecp
aloof from the responsibilities of office, and,
as for the clamoring, the other elements havo
no nccasion, for very good and sufficient
reasons. We are about one-sixth of the
population of this Province, and yet we are
almost unrepresented.

the vigllant eye of the Inspector of weights
and measured. It is o mortal pity that there
is not also some means of looking after other
branches of industry besldes groceries, pro-
visions, wood and coal, but let us hope that as
science advances It will bring with it a
remedy for making all dealers as honest as
they can possibly be. Why, forinstance, should

This iz upjust to
either the vendor or the vendee, but we
strongly suspect it is to the latter, An honest
straightforward man goes into a store for In-
stance,and asks for a certain article, It is
given him and he pays for it and departs.
Let us suppose he has purchased a pair of
gaiters for five dollars. Immediately after
another man goes in, also honest, but some-
what shrewd, and also asks for a pair of
gaiters. A pair precisely the same in make
texture, size and quulity is placed hefore
bim and he is told the price is five dollars.
Why, [ bought a pair like this at Blanks last
summer for three dollars, “remarks the shrewd
map, and I am not prepared to pay any more
for it now.” After & good deal of hag-
gling be obtaing the goods for $3.25 and goes
home bappy. Now in these two transactions
supposing the first cost of the article to have
'been say $2 50 each pair of gaiters, a legiti-
mate per centage has been gained on the lat-
ter and an illigetimate one on the former, or
leaviog the tricks of the trade out of the
question the man who paid dowan his fivedol~
lars like & gentleman has been cheated. We
do not for a moment suppose that o tariff of
store prices can be regulated by government,
but what we wish to point out {8 that there
isan immorality per vading nearly all branches
of trade at the present day, which is enough
to make people nneasy and which ie constant-
ly incrensing. Wo would be doing gross un-
justiceto a good many merchants however,
wholesale and retail, if we did not exempt
them from the haggling and logal cheating,
for there are many houses in the city with
only one price, and in the long run it pays, for
honesty is the best of policy in business,
whether a maua sels out on that principle for
profit's sake or because he is really honest is
none of our concern, There are a great many
people who will not and cannot haggle or cut
down prices, and they are always victimized
except when they sirike a store that is like
themselves above huckstering., It must be
admitted in dealing with this subject that the
fault rest, in a great measare, with the pur-
chasers themselves, for it is their Lehaviour
which makes the tradesman a huckstar.
They are never happy or satisfied except they
can beat down the price and the tradesman is
therefore bouad to rise it in the first instance
in self defence and bring it ultimately down
to the wininum ; and this is where the un-
justice to the fair and square purchasers comes
in. When taxed with this tergiversation in
business the merchant defends himself by
saying the practice is forced upon him, but
that after all the off-band customer is not
cheated 50 often as one would imagine for the
reason that salesmen and store clerks who
know their trade can tell at a glance the
people who haggle, and those who do not.
There is no doubt a little force in this, but
we cannot believe thai the mere fact of &
young man spending his time behind a coun-
ter for a certain number of years, makes of
bim a Lavater. Things are evidently not
what thay seem in this christian land and
aze, and it wonld be a great benefactor and
reformer who could effect a change which
would injure no one but tke regue orthe
miser. ‘The reformation does not of course
come into the province of the weights and
measures Inspector, but there ara other things
that doin all branches, which his intelligence
and sagacity will detect indue geason.
