0N THE CONTINENTAL WAR AND THE CATHOLIC CHURCIL
(From the Dublin Catholic Telegraph.)

No doubt it is 2 fact much to he regreited that the
present war, 3o far as it has proceeded up to the pre-
sent time, is carried on between two Catholic Bm-
pires. These nations should be bound together in
friendship rather than be divided in sapguinary con-
Gict, 4 is u pity to observe these two first-rate
powers, so capable and so disposed lo maintain Ca-
thoiicity at home and to propagate it abroad, en-
gender permanent hostility, and waste their mate-
rinl resources in this suicidal quarrel. On whatever
side victory will be declared a deep wound will he
inflicted on the temporal dumain of Catlolicity,
which may not bz bealed in o century : which, per-
haps, may sever pe cured: and which migk: end,
tou, in the smputation of & once healthy and power-
ful member from the corporate Cutholic cominunity.
These conjectures are not mere ideal fancies, solely
confined to the regions of imagination : the history
of all ages proves that from similar premises, reali-
ties such as these just referred to have heen develop-
ed which bave changed the Christian face of Europe.
Switzerland, Gerrauny, Denmark, and all the North
are fuithful und pajnful examples of politica] misun-
derstandings cnding in religious subversion; and of
» baude with the sword tesmiunating in the Joss of
“ the faith.” If Austria be beaten she will, will in

ali probability, along with ber [talian siates, losc

also her Hungarian possessions ; and if to these em-
barrassments be added Ler Inte misunderstanding
with Russia, shz will have falien to & grest depth,
indeed, from her recent predumiesnt Catholic pow-
er. In view, therefore, of the supposition of her be-
ing conquered in the present war, sbe will vresent «
chain of misfortunes which may be expressed 1o * be-
ing expelled from Iwaly, deprived of llungary, men-
aced by Russin, removed from all coantrol in the af-
fajrs of the Principalities nnd Turkey, and fullen by
debt, by unforiunate policy, and by the fain of war,
from bLier recogaised natienal pre-eminence.”

1f, un the other hand, Napoleon be worsted, the
future of France will present in an aggregated his-
torical mass, all the disastrous eyents which preced-
and accompanied the battle of Waterlou ; and per-

‘Europe. " Nepoleon. ;the Third, and - his -advisers
amongst the politicians of Franee, must, therefore,
have maturely " weighed and well calculated the
chances of the present experimont; or they would
not bave undertaken a campaign, of which the fail-
ure must end in the expulsion of the Emperor, and
in the humiliation, the impoverishment, the blood,
and the disgrace of tlie French people aund nation.

Besides tho waterial and the political injuries
which these two Qatholié Countries will inflict on
cach otber during this annatural conflict, the Catho-
lic Chureh is menaced with & deadly shock in the
cvent of the overthrow of France. Religion, with
some slight oceasional misunderstanding with Rome,
has always Hourished in Auswia since iis first
eatablishment there ; and it must be said io strict
trath that Napoleonthe Third bas never lost an op-
portunity of enforcing by Royul authority, as well
as by word and edifying example, the law and the
gpirit of the gospel. France has just now only re-
covered from the infidelities of the first Revolation
of’89 ; and she has ouly within the last quarter of
the prescnt ceatury sbalkeun off the indifference and
the negligence of Iater years; and it would fill the
chureh with mourning if the melancholy epocks of
past Revolutions should aguin return, and call forth
the old direful snirit of popular vielence and insane
French irreligion, At this moment the death of the
Freneh Emperor, or his defeat by the Austrians,
might be followed by the most disastrons resuits to
the eause of Religion aud luman liberty @ in the
eventualties referred to, the eutire Protestaut North
might combine to give crowns and laws to the Ca-
tholic South ; and tofleave France and ajl Italy, ns
happened alter the year 1815, exposed to the diplo-
matic perfidies, the sectarianr bigotry, and the pro-
verbial souperism of Evgland.

In presence of these painful considerations, one
feels much relief from the fact that the Cutholic
Clergy of both nations are eatirely detnched from all
direct or indirect connection, from all professional
feeling, bias, or impliertion, with the contending par-
ties ; and that the future English historian—zo mat-
ter how British he may be; no matter whether he
be a Hume or a Sacauley—conaot impeach the Mi-
nisters of the Church in Austria, in Italy, in France,
or in Piedmot with provoking the quarrel, wounding
tue allegiinee due to their respective monarchs, or
violating the duties which, as Citizens or Priests,
they owe to God and man. This encomium, this ex-
alted character of the Clergy, have been recognised
by the Emperors and the Kings engaged in she quar-
rel; praises are uttered by the voice of the universal
peoples ot the helligerent nations, and they are felt
by the armies on all sides as they advunce to the
battle. Never was a Clergy so much respected by
their Sovereign as the present Priesthood of the
South of Europe; never was the Altar so much be-
laved by the whole peoples : never, wes a sacred mi-
ulstry so muck obeyed by their countrymen in arma.
These are fucts worth recolieciing when one heurs the
speeches of Lord Palmerston and Lord Jobn Russell,
“ridiculing the slavery of the Austian Priesthood,
the ignoraace of the 1lalian Clergy, end designating
tire French Curcs a3 a tenined body of spies, a paid
mercenry poilee: a brotherhood dreaded by the
Prince, despised by the nobility, and kated Ly the
people!”  These undeninble statements of mine weet
in the very ieeth these misrepresentations of our for-
mey Cabinet leaders, and demonstrate that bigoiry,
in the form of poetical license, ean be spoken and
cheered in St. Stephen’s sz well as in Exeler all;
and that the eduacation of the Cabinet, no more than
ize training in the schools of Spoorer or Drunnond,
does not uecessarily pive refined taste or csseatinl
truth, no more than progressive liberty. As an in-
stance of the Catbolicity of France under a cerinin
aspect, and as an example of their sbhorrence of the
Eiblieal swindle of England, I shall quote an extract
from the late meeting in London of the Fureign Auz-
illiary Bible Socisty.

“ Frexca DieLe Sociery,—On Wednesday, the 4th
inst., the annual public meeting of the French Pro-
testant Bible Society took place in Paris. M. Guizotl
presided on this interesting occasion, and delivered
an address, the substaznce of which we proceed to
place before our readers:—In 1857, 200 parishes or
Protestant churches in France were unconnected
with the Bible Sceciety, In 1858 €0 churches, and in
1859 50 churches were nssociated with it, and, at
the present moment, there are but about 100 Protest-
ant parishes not in conpexion with the Society, and
these, there is reason to hope, will soon lend it their
help. The receipts which in 1857 were 48,000f fell
in 1838 to 37,000f, In 1859 they bave risen to 45,0001,
And now ug to the progress which the Society bas
made in its great and ultimate object—the distribu-
tiox of the inspired writings. From 1853 to 1856 it
distiibnted 7,783 volumges of Bibles and New Tests-
ments ; from 1836 Lo 1857 9,093 volumes; from 1857
to 1838, 11,184 volumes; and from 1838 to 1809,
13,418 volumes, The society bas undcertaken this
year an edition in 12mo of the Bible of 4,500 copies,
which is on the point of appearing., The New Testa-
ment, of 10,000 copies, has already appeared. The
sociely is also preparing for the use of soldiera and
snilors o sinall pocket edition of the New Testament,
of 13,000 copiez ; and lastly, iv has printed from its
old stersotype plates, 5,000 copies of the Bible in 8vo,
and 2,000 copies of the New Testament. These re-
sulls are tue chiefly to the progress of religious veal
in the cougregations, but algo the pious and ju-
dicious activity of the Rev. 3. Cuarenuvn, whom the
soviety bas chosen for its agent, and who justifies
the conkidenes thit has bheen reposed in him. This
wss i3 the more remarkable beenuse the society
wlowsly confiaes ilself icithin liz limits of its
original fnstiinlion.  {l has distribriod the dinspived
wrilizgs lo Prolesiuals enly.

The staie is so valuable, and the visk 30 great in
this war, zo far a9 Napolcon and franece are concern-
ed, that by dagrees the public are enabled 1o see the
well-founded plan, the new allied confederacies, and
the almost certain success of the French Emperor.—
First, in hiz scheoe of foreign adventure, is the at-
tachmeut, the devotion of the armny.

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.and power bard to resist : and in- combination with
Frerch fire would stimulate & mind less fervid “than’
that of Napoleon to strike the decisive blow. . Third-
ly, =1l Ttaly seemed to invite him to come to her as-
sistance, Her varied states appeared to -open their
gates to him, and their million populations steod for-
wurd as it were with their arms stretched out to em-
brace him, o welcome him a3 their liberator, and to
follow him to victory or denth. Twenty-seven mil-
lions of souls thus added to his already. numerous
and powerful supporters removed every obstacle to
dissent or delay ; and decided him to call out his mi-
litary countless host, and his unnnmbered gizantic
fleet, to begin a work which stands alone in European
history for its pretext, its suddenness, and for the
voleanic motion and terrors which it has spread over
all the surrounding conntries. Fourthly, while many
condemned the ambition of tha French Emperor ;;
while others censured his folly, not a fow dreaded his
malice, and others talked of his revenge, the world
beeame suddenly surprized by the news of hiz alli-
ance with Russia ; thus edding a new element of en-
couragement more powersul thap 2l the other stimu-
lants taken in the aggregate; and thus accounting at
once for the perileus, the overwhehning decision of
leaving bebkind him un unrivalled hrillisnt crown, o
young, heloved churming wife, and an adored child,
the prep of his heart, the hope of his throne, and the
life of his soul. Russia thnsadided the very last item
of nssured confidence which has induced him tostart
for a foreign country, to en-iure the fatizues, the anx-
ieties, the perils of n campnigo, and to separate him-
self for a senson from ail the priceless objects of his
ambition, power, love, and hope. This allinnce,
therefore, with Russiq, settles at once the confident
decision of Napoleou, and will explain, too, the ap-
pavently vaio-glorlous and silly iovitation which he
has already issued to sowoe faverite friends in Puris,
tomest him at « shooting party near the boundury of
Compeigne afier his refwrn nex! Oclober to Paris on
the termination of the Italien campaign !

The present complication, tieretore, as far as fo-
reigh rumor from reliable correspondents ean ho re-
lied on seem to be as follows. Ruszia menaces Aus-
tria while on one hand she herself advances on Tar-
key, and on the other permits Prince Louis Napoleon
to revoluticnize and perhaps to possess Huugnry.—
Thus Austria threatened at two points on hereastern
boundary, cannot possibly resict unaided the French
Emperor, while he attacks her in the west with the
resources of France, Sardinia, and revolulionized
Italy. The idea, therefore, is that whkile France en-
courages and permits Rugaia to divide the Principal-
ities and Turkey as she pleases, Kussia on the other
hand, will encourage and perniit Franee to possess
and divide Ifaly as she thinks proper. And thus in
the event of Austria being defeated (which cannot
be doubted under the present aspect of afiairs) the
map of Southern Burope may be read as follows ;—
The Fmperor of Russin over the Primeipalitics and
half of Turkey; Prince Louis Napolcon over the
Lombardo-Venetian territery and Hungary ; the Duke
of MelakofT King of Naples; Vietor Emmanuel ruler
of all Central Italy; and the Emperor of the French
reigning sectre ou the Gallic throne; the Liberator
of Hungary end Italy, surrounded by fricadly moa-
archs, his consing, i feces, and securing thus to
hiz son the glire suce e French dynasty.
