Consumption of apple fruit drinks show a steady 
increase. In the JAS grading, increased consumption 
from January to September 1988, compared with 
the same period of the previous year, was 14.1 per 
cent for fruit juice, 8.9 per cent for fruit drink, and 
10.4 per cent for soft drinks with fruit juice. The 
total percentage change was 11 per cent.
