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competition authority, either ta remedy an alleged violation of
competition laws or acting in a manner not inconsistent with other
provisions of this Agreement.

<3) Subject ta Its laws, regulations and policies relating ta the entry of allons,
each Contracting Party shall grant temporary entry ta citizens of the other
Contracting Party employed by an enterprise who seek ta render services ta that
enterprise ar a subsidiary ar affiliate thereaf, in a capacity that is managerial ar
executive.

ARTICLE VI

Miscellaneous Exceptions

(1) <a> ln respect of intellectuel property rights, a Contracting Party may
derogate from Articles 111 and IV ln a manner that is consistent with
the Final Act Embodying the Results of the Uruguay Round of
Multilateral Trade Negotiations, done at Marrakesh, April 15, 1994.

<b) The provisions of Article VIII do not apply ta the issuance of
compulsory licenses granted in relation to intellectuel property rights,
or ta the revocation, limitation or creation of Intellectual property
rights, to the extent that such Issuence, revocation, limitation or
creation is consistent with the Final Act Embodylng the Resuits of the
Uruguay Round of Multilateral Trade Negotiations, done at Merrakesh,
April 15, 1994.

(2> The provisions of Articles Il, III, IV and V of this Agreement do not apply ta:

<a) procurement by a government or state enterprise;

<b> subsidies or grants provided by a government or a state enterprise,
including government-supported Icans, guarantees and Insurance;

<c) any measure denying investors of the other Contracting Party and
their investments eny rights, or preferences provided ta the aboriginal
peoples of Canada; or

(d) any current or future foreign aid program ta promote economlc
development, whether under a bliateral agreement, or pursuant toi a
multilateral arrangement or agreement, such as the OECD Agreement
on Export Credits.

(3> Investments in cultural industries are exempt from the provisions of thîs
Agreement, "Culturel industries" means naturel persons or enterprises engaged ln
env of the followving activities:

<a> the Publication, distribution, or sale of books, magazines,
perlodicals or newspapers In print or machine readable form but
not includlng the sole activity of prlnting or typesettng eny of
th. foregolng;

<b) the production, distribution, sale or exhibition of film, or vldeo
recordings;

<c) thie production, distribution, sale or exhibition of audio or vîdeo
music recordings;
