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(c) irnwity for theinselves, the spoiases and relatives dependent on
them front immigration restrictions and aliens registration procedures;

(d) irnmunity ftrm national service obligations;

(e) the sanie repatriation facilities in time of international crisis for
themselves, their spouses and relatives dependent on them as are
accorded to diplomatic agents;

(1) the sanie pivileges in respect of exchange facilities as accorded to
officiais of comparable rank forming part of diplomatic missions in
Canada; and

(g) the right to import free of duty their furniture and effects, including
motor vehicles, at the time of first entry into Canada, or in the cas of
former residents of Canada returning to Canad te resumne residence in
Canada àfter having been residents of another country, the right,
subject te the applicable legislation, te import free of duty their
furniture and effects, including motet vehicles, at tie trne of their
return te Canada.

2. In addition te the immunities nd privileges specified in paragraph 1 of this
Article, die Executive Secretary, and his or her spouse nd relatives dependent
on him or her,' unless they are Canadian citizens or are permanent residents in
Canada as deflned by applicable Canadian legislation, shail bk accorded Uic
sanie privileges, immunities and facilities as are enjoyed by diplomatic agents
and dii families i Canada.

3. In addition te the immunities nd privileges specifled in paragraph 1, officiais
of Uic Secretariat belonging te senior categories of grade P-4 nd above, Uieir
spouses and relatives dependent on them, unless they are Canadian citizens or
are permnent resdents in Canada as deflned by applicable Canadian
legisiation, shah k accorded Uic privileges, immunities nd facilities as are
granted to diplomatic agents of comparable rank in Cnada.

ARTICLE 1

PrlvllcMe and Immunles of Emerts on Mlission

The Goverrnent of Canada undertakes te grant te Experts on Missions for the
Secretariat, dec privileges nd immunities nd fadilities set out in Article VI of Uic
General Convention.

ARIKLLLI1

Dependents of Officiais of the Secretariat shall, upon application, receive
authorization for employment ini Canada.

ARIICLE 1

Walver of Imunfty

T.Ihe privileges nd immunities of Officiais of the Secretariat nd of experts are
accorded in Uic inerest of Uic United Nations nd not for the personal benefit
of Uic individuals thernselves.
