This programme of secondment of senior officers to Canadian
universities, which is now in its sixth consecutive year, has proven
rewarding both to the Universities and to the Department. Under this
prograrme, the officers are released from departmental duties for one
academic year, to join a University faculty or department where they are
available for research, teaching, seminars and consultations related to
international affairs under mutually agreed arrangements with the host
