T0 THE PERMANENT COURT OF ARBITRATION

The Right Honourable Joe Clark, Secretary of
State for External Affairs, announced today the appoint-
ment of Professor Edward McWhinney, Q.C., Simon Fraser
University, Burnaby, B.C. as a Canadian Member of the
Permanent Court of Arbitration.
