Certificate of Appointment ta Sub-division B of the Third Division.

WluEaEAs by an Act of the Parliament of Canada, Chapter 15 of 7-8 Edward VII,
intituled " An Act to amend 'The Civil Service Act," it is amongst other things in
effect enacted, that except as therein otherwise provided, appointinents ta positions in
the Inside Service, under that of IDeputy Hlead, shall be by competitive examination,
whliclî shall be of such a nature as will determine the qualificatipns of candidates for
the particular posit ions ta which they are ta be appointed, and shall be held by the
Commission frorn time ta time in accordance wvith the regulations made by it, and
flpproved by the Governor in Counceil.

(hereinafter cald the candidate) lias beenl examinied imder the direction of the Civil
Service Commission in open competitive exominationi, in conformrity with the provi-
sions of the Civil Service Act, anîd of the ies ai-d reguLotians made thereunder, and
bas estab)lished 'Ils fitiiss for' appoiitineiit by sccuriiig 2'ith place at the sail
examination:,

ANWWIIERILAS the said Civil Service Commission-has ascertained respectiîug the
candidate:

.TÙAT hoe is a British subjeet and has been a rcsideiit of Canada for at least three
years;

TIIAT hae is w:thîin the limits of oge prescribed for the position ta which it ,is pro-
posed ta appoint him;

THAT hie is free from any physical defect or disease which would be likely ta inter-
fere with the proper diseharge of his duties;

TriAT his character and habits are such as ta qualify him for sucb position; and
THAT he.possesses the requisite know'ledge and al)ility ta enter an the discharge of

his officiai duties;
Now THIS Is 'ro CEaRTIr that the candidate is qualificd ta be admitted on probation

ta the Departmcnt of Library of Parliament as a Clerk of the Third Divisionî, Sub-
division B. The Librarians of Parliament having rcported that exceptional qualifica-
tions are required for the performanîce of the duties of this position, and that it is
proposed ta make the initial salary on appaintment $700 per annum,' the Commis-
sioners accordingly certify, pursuant ta the provisions of Section 33 of the Civil Service
Amendaient Act, 1908, that _Mr. Hlerbert David Throop possesses the exceptional
qualifications for the performance of the duties of the position ta which hie is hereby
appainted.
