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stage, i view o! what has been said, he
undertook to do that. But wiil the Prime
Minister, or wili the government, just give
us that simple assurance? Then it is quite
obvious the amendmnent could be adopted and
the bouse would be free to pursue the busi-
ness of the day. How can the bouse, short
o! an undertaking of that kind frosu the Prime
Minister or someone speaking with the auth-
ority of the government and on behaif o!
the governinent majority in this bouse, submit
to, a course which has within it the means
of destroying fundamental rights of minari-
ties in this bouse?

Mr. Fournier (Maisonneuve-Rosemont>: Do
you believe that?

Mr. Fleming: The Minister of Justice (Mr.
Garson) flnds merriment in the suggestion
that there are fundamental rights of the
minorities in this bouse that ought to, be
protected.

Mr. Cleaver: You have exercised them al
day today.

Mr. Gerson: Wrhat are you doing now?
Mr. Fleming: I suppose it is the same kind

of laugh in which the Minister of Justice
induiged in this bouse several weeks ago when
an hon. member was detailing smuggling
operations in which he indicated he had had
a hand. There was the same kind o! laughter
from the-

Mr. Sinnoit: On a question o! privilege,

Mr. Fleming: -from the Minister o! Justice.
