Hon. G. J. McIlraith (Minister of Trans-
port): Mr. Speaker, legislation on both these
subjects will be brought before the bouse.
It is being prepared, but at the moment I am
not prepared to disclose its contents in answer
to questions on orders of the day.

WHEAT-REQUEST FOR STATEMENT OF
