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Questions

Mr. MacEachen: Mr. Speaker, as I understand it, the
proposal is that instead of having a vote tomorrow night
on the motion that will be put forward, we expect, by the
official opposition, an additional motion in the next
period will be a voting motion, and that the number of
motions in the session will not be increased. If that is
the understanding, then this is certainly agreeable to the
government.

Mr. MacLean: That is correct, Mr. Speaker. My reason
for raising this point at this time, of course, is that a
notice has to be put in within the next few hours.

Mr. Speaker: Is it agreed and so ordered?

ROCHDALE COLLEGE

Question No. 27—Mr. Paproski:
1. Has Rochdale College received federal funds in any shape
or form and, if so (a) from what sources (b) for what purpose?

2. What has been the total amount of federal expenditure au-
thorized on behalf of Rochdale College?

Mr. J. A. Jerome (Parliamentary Secretary to President
of the Privy Council): The Citizenship Branch of the
Department of the Secretary of State and the Central
Mortgage and Housing Corporation advise as follows:
1. (@) The Citizenship Branch of the Department of the
Secretary of State has provided grants for projects under-
taken at Rochdale College. (b) June, 1967, $5,000. During
its early stages, Rochdale was of interest to the Citizen-
ship Branch as a Canadian experiment in social organi-
zation and youth participation and its development was
thus assisted.

May, 1968, $110 to assist a spin-off project of Roch-
dale, the Indian Institute, in its attempt to develop a
better understanding of Canadian-Indian culture. For the
first Cross-Cultural Workshop, the Citizenship Branch
provided $110.

December, 1968, $1,500 to Rochdale College, in support
of its experiments to develop new, participatory ap-
proaches to learning. On this occasion Rochdale ex-
perimented with a project to involve the community
in the appreciation of dance and art forms.

December, 1969, $200 to Rochdale College, for a task
force of the College engaged in the production of a hand-
book on legal rights.

2. In so far as the Citizenship Branch of the Depart-
ment of the Secretary of State is concerned, four grants
totalling $6,810 have been made to Rochdale College, and
projects within the College since 1967.

Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation made
a loan of $5,004,360 under Part VIA of the National

Housing Act, in 1967, to Co-operative College Residences,
Inc., for the purpose of constructing a student housing
project at 341 Bloor Street West, Toronto. Co-operative
College Residences, Inc., by declaration of trust, has
declared Rochdale College to be the beneficial owner
of these premises.

GRANTS TO FRONTIER COLLEGE

Question No. 348—Mr. Robinson:
1. Have any grants been made to Frontier College in 1969
and also 1970 and, if not, are any to be made?

2. Has any application for a grant been received from Fron-
tier College in either 1969 or 1970?

3. Does the work of Frontier College in any way overlap with
the work of the Company of Young Canadians and, if so, in what
regard?

4. Will the government consider the advisability of providing
funds for volunteers in Frontier College on the same basis as
there is an allotment of funds provided for workers with the
Company of Young Canadians?

Mr. J. A. Jerome (Parliamentary Secretary to Presi-
dent of the Privy Council): The Departments of Labour,
Manpower and Immigration, Secretary of State and the
Company of Young Canadians advise as follows: 1. Yes.
(i) The Department of Labour, $5,000 in 1969 and $5,000
in 1970. (i) The Department of Manpower and Immi-
gration, $20,000 in the fiscal year 1970-71.

2. Yes. (i) The Department of Labour: Letters re-
questing payment of grants were sent to the Depart-
ment. of Labour by the College in June, 1969, and June,
1970. (ii) The Department of Manpower and Immigration:
In December, 1969, an application for a grant for the
fiscal year 1970-71 was received. (iii) The Department
of the Secretary of State, Citizenship Branch: A request
for a grant of $47,000 for the fiscal year 1970-71 was
received in September 1970.

3. The work of the two organizations is quite different
in that the role of the person in Frontier College is that
of a worker teacher in a community, while in the Com-
pany of Young Canadians the volunteer is engaged in
community development work in a community. The two
roles can complement each other in a community where
both are required.
