FROBISHER BAY POST OFFICE

Questinn No. 1,729-Mr. Firth:

Was a policy announced on March 12, 1973 to the peuple ut
Baffin Island and in partîcular, Pond Inlet, by the Frobisher Bay
Post Office, tu the effect that C.O.D. mail would be stopped at
Frobisher Bay and forwarded to the settlements on receîpt ut the
amount due and, if su <a) on what date was thîs polîcy înîtîated
(b) for what reason was it inîtiated (c) huw long wîll il continue?

Hon. André Ouellet (Postrnaster General): Yes. (a)
October 1969; (b) Frobisher Bay is the centralization point
for 16 coromunities in the Northwest Territories. We have
had serious difficulty in accounting for C.0.D. transac-
tions at a number of points in our northern area. The
Postmaster, therefore was instructed to apply the restric-
tive rneasures indicated whenever he experienced difficul-
ty in collecting remittances for C.0.D.'s from one of his
dependent offices. Extraordinary precautions were consid-
ered necessary in order to protect the department; (c)
indefinitely.
