Of those programmes of the Multiculturalism Directorate which are not
involved in distributing grants and contributions, in what way is the productivity
of the programme assessed?

Hon. Norman A. Cafik (Minister of State (Multicultural-
ism)): The productivity is assessed by the intensity of liaison
with client groups; volume of correspondence; reports of con-
ferences, seminars and workshops; summaries of research stud-
ies and surveys. As multiculturalism deals with such socio-cul-
tural concepts and problems as inter-group relations, cultural
integration, cultural sharing impact on ethnic groups, etc. an
effective asessment would necessitate a costly socio-metric
study.
