MAJOR ACTIVITIES AND POLICY 0F GOVERNMENT DURING PAST
TEN MONTES

Mr. JIean-Claude Malépart (Montreal-Sainte-Marie): This
being tbe end of the session, Mr. Speaker, 1 would like to go
over the recent past and sum Up wbat bas bappened sînce
September 4 and since November 5 when the House resumed
its sittings.

Most people wiIl recail that House business before the
holiday season bad to do witb universality. Again tbe Govern-
ment had failed to live Up to its promise, but it bad to reverse
its decision as a resuit of strong opposition from the Liberals
and tbe New Dernocrats.

Tbe major activities of tbis Government and tbis Parliament
after New Year's Day were bigbligbted by scandal-the Hat-
field-MacKay scandai; tbe scandai related to the Minister of
Finance (Mr. Wilson) and bis brotber-in-law; tbe scandai
related to Clark and bis brother; and the scandai of tbe
Minister of Justice (Mr. Crosbie) and bis cbiidren.

Tbe second incident wbicb drew attention was again a
promise wbich tbe Prime Minister (Mr. Mulroney) wanted to
break concerning tbe deindexation of old age security pensions.

To mark tbe end of tbe session, Mr. Speaker, the Prime
Minister tbought he would offer a gift to ail Canadians, so as
of JuIy 1 candies, medicine, soap, tootb paste, everything wiII
be subject to a 10 per cent tax. Tbat, Mr. Speaker, is the
balance sheet of this Government since September 4.
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
